Purpose: 
 
The purpose of this Article entitled, “BlacZcholarz A Liberation Tool, From Captivity to Redevelopment Era 
216re, A BlacStorical Ntalextuwl Evolution" is to give credit and to show the Ntalextuwl Genius and Creativity of the BlacZcholarz in the uncompromising struggle for Freedom, Justice, and Cultural Ntalextuwl Equality. It is not the law but the Evolution of the Ntalextuwl Genius and Creativity of the BlacZcholarz to have the wisdom to use the law as a liberation tool.  This article is proof that BlacPeople have an autonomous Ntalextuwl Thult and BlacStorical Time-Span. The purpose is to give credence to the Ntalextuwl Evolution of the BlacZcholarz.  This article is to speak in generality about the BlacZcholarz and their Ntalextuwl Evolution in time in order to shine a light on gift of the Innovative Authentic Monolithic Ntalextuwl Creative Genius (IAMNCG) of BlacPeople. This article is written in Blacology. There was a time in the BlacStory when BlacPeople was seen as a people with out their own autonomous Nahlej or Time of existence. This article is also to challenge this misconception. 
II.
Introduction

    I come to you not as a sociologist, not a psychologist, nor an anthropologist.  I come to you today, as a Blacologizt, a Cultural ZcyNtizt from the ZcyNzz of 
Blacology. Blacology may also consist of its own Cultural Linguistics or Ebonics.   In addition, it is not restricted to the Eurological Language Arts. This gives Blacology its own authentic identifiable writing form. In the Eurological Culture, BlacPeople have been taught to hate everything Black and African.  The Cultural ZcyNzz of Blacology is to undo this type of self-hatred by giving importance to all that is Black and African. One may distinguish a Blacological Research by the capitalization of all words that are associated with this Cultural ZcyNzz.  It is done to give honor, respect, and importance to these words and BlacPeople.  This is also a way to acknowledge and identify a Blacological Research and the ZcyNzz of Blacology. (See Explanation of Definitions and Blacological words for update in spellings following the conclusion.

 As the 216th year of the Redevelopment Era (216re) of 
BlacAfrican Culture has evolved into existence, this study is focuses on the uncompromising strug​gle of 
BlacZcholarz and their 
Ntalextuwl Evolution from captivity to the present 216re in the BlacCulture within the United States. This research provides proof and elaborates on the autonomous Ntalextuwl Thult of BlacPeople. The evidence of the evolution and utilization of this Innovative Authentic Monolithic Ntalextuwl Creative Genius (IAMNCG) can best be recognized in this BlacStorical Analyze.  The supply, demand, and need for Ntalextuwl Studies and Curriculums that are owned, operated, founded, produced and maintained by BlacZcholarz. Is due largely to the Ntalextuwl research, study, and experience that brought about the awareness of the affect of mis-education, indoctrination, cultural conditioning and colonialism BlacPeople have received from the 
eurological vision of the world. This strategy continues in the year 216re with inequality of opportunities, resources, and programs as key issues. Progress in Ntalextuwl Studies and Curriculums for BlacZcholarz in the United States has been slow and hampered by inadequate resources and legal restrictions as imposed and interpreted by the courts. The signing of the Emancipation Proclamation in 1863 (= 0074re) stimulated the progress toward equal facilities in education and Ntalextuwl opportunities for BlacZcholarz. During this time, the efforts made by BlacZcholarz themselves as well as the white institutions did not give significant impact to progress of Ntalextuwl Thult without the strategy to educate BlacZcholarz in the field of Law. To utilize this Nahlej to gain the support of Federal Gov​ernment and Courts, this strategy made and continues to make a differ​ence in Ntalextuwl opportunities for BlacZcholarz. With the prototype in Eurological Studies opportunity for BlacZcholarz being the U.S. Military and the formation of the Freedmen's Society which established many Eurological Studies and the steering of BlacZcholarz in these fields throughout the nation was the beginning of public Ntalextuwl instruction. Implica​tions of indoctrination in the Eurological systems were tested through the new state constitutions, beginning in the South, which presented an environment of complications, deceptions, inequalities, and inadequate resources for BlacZcholarz to en​dure. Blacologically, it was a Ntalextuwl strategy to teach your BlacChildren to be ten-times better than the white-man to get a job or just to be successful at whatever they want to do. This was the bases of the Ntalextuwl Evolution of genius and creativity of BlacZcholarz.  This happened in spite of oppressive laws. This uncompromising struggle supplied provisions for accountable support by BlacPeople, mostly BlacZcholarz, and gathered philanthropy and intervention by the Federal Government.

     This BlacStorical documentary on BlacZcholarz in the United States is centered on inequality of Ntalextuwl Opportunities, impact of court decisions, enforced and new legislation, and adequate resources. This study discusses these issues as they have affected elementary and secondary public schools, as well as Historical Black Colleges and University (HBCU). The utilization of the Constitution has played a major role in determining the strategies to be employed by BlacZcholarz in holding onto their "enthusiasm for BlacNahlej" and making their efforts toward mastering the uncompromising struggle for the inclusion of Ntalextuwl Studies into the eurological system. This struggle can be traced through every period of the BlacStory in United States, long before the influence, during, and utilizing of the constitution.  The information contains academic and realistic issues as reported in the BlacLiterature and by special and expert ex​periences to cover five major periods of which is a total of 477 years: 1) The Captivity and Enslavement Period (1528-1865) = 
0261ade - 0076re; 2) The First Redevelopment Period (1865-1876) = 
0065 to 0076re ; 3) The Apartheid Period (1876-1954) = 
0076 to 0164re; 4) Second Redevelopment Period :(1954-1978) or 0164 to 0188re; and 5) The Ntalextuwl Period (1978 ​Present) = 
0188re to 0216re Present.
III.       Captivity and Enslavement Period (0261ad - 0076re) 
     Since the introduction of BlacZcholarz into eurological colonialism in 1528 (= 0261ade) according the movie 
Asiéntos by Francois Woukoache, 1555 (= 0234ade) according to 
Minster Farrakhan in his 1987 (= 0198re) audio tape entitled, “P.O.W.E.R.” and the Eurological studies of 
1619 (= 0110re) into the Jamestown Colony and all during the Captivity and Enslavement Period from 1528-1865 is a total of 337 years, 261 year of this time was prior to the Redevelopment Era and the point of that demarcation being the Haitian Revolution of 1789 (= 0001re). During this period the BlacAfrican Culture was counting down under the assault and destruction by Arabs and Europeans. BlacStorically, this period is has been revealed as the Assault and Destruction Era (or ADE) in BlacAfrican Culture. The dates of this time are as follows In the BlacStorical Time-span it was numerically dated as 0261ade - 0076re. the Ntalextuwl Evolution of BlacZcholarz was underground due to legal restrictions in the Eurological localities.   The extent to which the all out assault and oppression on the Ntalextuwl Genius of BlacPeople can best be explained  the words of 
Frederick Douglass:  “To make a contented slave you must make a thoughtless one,…darken his moral and mental visions, and…annihilate his power of reason.  He must be able to detect no inconsistencies in slavery….It must not depend upon mere force; the slave must know no higher law than his oppressor’s will.”  As long as ignorance prevails, Blackz will remain “tools” of the “exploiting class.” 
These legal restrictions were evoked primarily surrounding the issue of educating BlacPeople in Captivity. State laws prohibited the education of BlacPeople in Captivity and restrictions were even put on the educa​tion of free BlacPeople. Exploitatively, in the South, some BlacPeople were still taught. In fact, some whites noted that providing the BlacPeople with religious instruc​tion, skills training, and the exploitation of gifted and talented BlacPeople would subdue them thus enhancing their economic value. Racism/whites supremacy declared education would in​crease the will of BlacPeople to become free and cause them to rebel against the system of enslavement, if they were educated. Uncompromisingly, with self-determination, and utilizing the gift of Ntalextuwl Genius and Creativity some BlacZcholarz taught themselves how to read and write. BlacPeople were not seen as human and no one would say that they were Ntalextuwl.  For exploitation and entertainment purposes some oppressors or abductors trained BlacPeople for economic gain, some children of oppressors trained their playmates for pleasure and fun, and in other instances some eurological religious organizations such as Puritans, and Quakers indoctrinated BlacZcholarz by training them to read and write from the bible while held captive in the system of enslavement. The most common verse was to be a good slave.
     In the North some Eurological institutes for BlacPeople were established in the eighteenth century. As early as 
1704 (= 0085ade), Trinity Church in New York founded a school for BlacChildren who were trained by Ella Neau. Anthony Benezet a eurological scholar estab​lished an evening training school in his home in Philadelphia in 1750 (= 0039ade). Also, in 1774 (= 0015ade), the Philadelphia Quakers founded a training school for BlacChildren.

     During this same period, 
Paul Cuffee, a rich BlacZcholar set up a Ntalextuwl Institute in Massachusetts. And some Boston whites trained BlacChildren in private and public in​stitutions for assimilation and accommodation to whites. In 1798 (= 0009re), a white teacher trained BlacChildren in a separate school established in the home of 
Primus Hall, a prominent BlacZcholar. BlacZcholarz themselves established schools and finally, in 1820 (= 0031re), Boston opened an elemen​tary training school for BlacPeople. The first legal challenge in Massachusetts for Ntalextuwl Genius in education for BlacZcholarz was by 
Benjamin F. Roberts, a Negro active in the Massachusetts Anti-Slavery Society in 1849 (=0060re), tried on four separate occasions to enroll his five-year-old daughter Sarah in an all-white primary training school in Boston.   By 1855 (= 0064re), Massachusetts ended physical apartheid throughout the state precipitated by the 
Roberts vs. The City of Boston case in which was taken to the Massachusetts Supreme Court in 1849 (=0060re). Roberts case provided an important practical Ntalextuwl lesson for future generations of BlacZcholarz in law and civil rights.
     Let us keep in mind that in this period of the evolution of BlacPeople it was safe to be trained eurological not right, but safe. So, the BlacZcholarz having Nahlej did so in order to gain access to the ability to read, write and calculate with number.  This was the sacrifice that had to be made to exhibit Ntalextuwl Genius for BlacPeople. BlacPeople had to be careful in letting whites know that they were Ntelajent. Being Ntalextuwl could get you killed. Ntalextuwl genius was not something that BlacPeople displayed openly, because Ntalextuwl Genius in BlacPeople was associated with the ability to lead uprisings and rebellions. Now that BlacPeople have evolved in time and in Nahlej it is time to redeem BlacPeople and redevelop BlacAfrican Culture with the autonomous Ntalextuwl Cultural ZcyNzz of Blacology.
     Eurological training schools for BlacChildren were established in other Northern and Western states prior to the Civil War. Blacological research revealed that, in the late 
1820's (=0031re) BlacPeople were excluded by law from public schools in Ohio, Indiana and Illinois; but in the late 
1840's (=0051re) poorly funded apartheid training schools were provided for them. Actually, most cities in the West denied BlacPeople Ntalextuwl education by public funding until after the Civil War.

     Also, in the North some BlacPeople were allowed to attend and be trained at colleges and university institutions such as Oberlin, the Harvard Medical School and other colleges and universities. In fact, 
John Russwunn a BlacZcholar graduated from Bowdoin College in 1826 (= 0037re) in addition, Berea College in Kentucky provided coeducation and training of the races. But, after the three major Ntalextuwl rebellions of Gabriel Prosser in 1800 (= 0011re), Demark Vesey in 1822 (= 0033re), and Nat Turner 1831(= 0042re), the indoctrination of free BlacPeople and those in captivity was generally outlawed in the enslavement states.  
     By 1857 (= 0068re), although most BlacPeople were still under enslavement, some had been freed by their oppressors and others had purch​ased their freedom because of the use of their talents, gifts, Ntalextuwl Genius, and creativity. But none were free in the real sense of their Ntalextuwl Thult. For example, 
“Dred Scott, who had been enslaved in Missouri, had been taken in 1834 (= 0045re) by an oppressor into the free state of Illinois.  He was also taken to the territory know as Minnesota where enslavement was prohibited by Missouri Compromise of 1820 (= 0031re). Four years later in 1838 (= 0049re) Scott was returned to Missouri and sold”. In 1853 (= 0064re) Scott Ntalextuwlly claimed to be a free man in a suit he brought before a Federal court in Missouri. His Ntalextuwl Thult was based on he had​ become free upon being taken into free territory and, he was still free when he was returned to Missouri. 
Chief Justice Taney of the Supreme Court of the United States ruled eurologically and according to the racist/white supremacy system of that time, that since BlacPeople were not citizens at the time of the adoption of the Federal Constitution they were not citizens in 1853 (= 0064re), also that BlacPeople were so inferior that they had no rights which the white man was bound to respect. This type of Eurological supremacy is still prevalent in the year 216re and there has been no way to undo this thinking for white people. He further ruled that Con​gress did not have the power to prohibit enslavement in the territories, and consequently, the Missouri Compromise was unconstitutional so that Dred Scott was still under enslavement. This, then, became the law United States in 1847 (= 0058re) and this Dred Scott decision would affect the status of BlacPeople for years to come.  This was the beginning of the overt and covert legal Eurological intellectual supremacy. The only hope to end this thinking for BlacPeople and the affect of this mentality on BlacPeople is for BlacZcholarz to development their autonomous Ntalextuwl Thult for BlacAfrican Culture and the development of Blacology.
   During the Civil War, many BlacPeople began migrating toward the North. Many BlacMen joined the ranks of the Union Military to fight for freedom. While at the same time many BlacMen were exploit and forced to fight on the side of the Southern enslavement. This was BlacExploitation done to BlacMen under the threat of the lost of their live and families held in the southern system of enslavement. Amongst the anxiety between the North and the South President Abraham Lincoln hesitated to emancipate BlacPeople under the Union localities. Finally, under much force from the white philanthropy of Union generals, white soldiers throwing down their weapons in despair, a powerful sector in Congress and the uncompromising struggle of BlacZcholarz as abolitionists, Lincoln issued the final 
Emancipation Proclamation On January 1, 1863 (= 0074re), which granted BlacPeople in the Union emancipation. He also invited them to join the Union Military services. With much enthusiasm to fight for freedom BlacZcholarz by the Hundreds and thousands of the grassroots BlacPeople served the Union Military with the freedom of their Brathaz and Sistaz in mind they secur​ed the winning of the Civil War for the North.  This was an Ntalextuwl thing BlacPeople did, they Thult about what it meant; they strategize and contemplated what it meant, it was a choice BlacPeople was making. It was a decision that they were doing. They were taking charge of their lives.
     It was during this time that thousands of BlacPeople migrated toward the larger cities to be assisted with the protection of the Union Military in the battle for freedom of all BlacPeople. By the summer of 
1865 (= 0076re), more than 40,000 BlacPeople had reached Washington, D.C.  Amongst this BlacPopulation was a large Ntalextuwl element of BlacZcholarz which evolved into a delegation for the promotion of emergency programs, which was initiated in 1862 (= 0073re) to help the BlacPeople migrating from the South. Because of the racism/white supremacy system the BlacZcholarz were placed under General W. T. Sherman of the Union Military, and there efforts were marginalized. The Zcholarz who fought for the development and building of a Black University was devalued by naming the institute after General Howard. Under the racist/white supremacy system the university could not be named after a BlacZcholar. The first phase of the program was to provide work to make the BlacPeople self-supporting. Phase two in​volved the establishment of schools and churches by BlacZcholarz and the effects of both phases of the program were productive. First, there was a significant increase in the number of BlacZcholarz who were self-supporting. Second, the idea of establishing a HBCU system by BlacZcholarz was beginning to emerge.

IV.    The First Redevelopment Period (0065 - 0076re)
     The BlacZcholarz continued to provide care and some Ntalextuwl instruction to BlacPeople under the auspices of The Freedmen's Bureau (1865-72) (= 0076re-83re) and self-help programs. Even as the BlacZcholarz fought for the Constitu​tion to be amended, to prohibit enslavement, involuntary servitude and the enforcement of the 13th Amendment the southern governments passed new 
Black codes to curtail the rights of the BlacPeople.  The new laws authorized the arrest of BlacPeople with no visible means of support called vagrancy laws, forbade BlacPeople to purchase farm land, enacted curfew laws, forbade the possession of liquor and firearms, and outlawed acts of self-respect and self-determination by BlacPeople. As BlacZcholarz fought uncompromisingly to educate BlacPeople the Southern state legislature’s schools for whites were being adequately supported. While training facilities for BlacPeople were unequal in receiving government funding. 

     BlacZcholarz were Ntalextuwl and creative in the struggle to protect the rights of BlacPeople; so again in 
1868 (=0079re) BlacZcholarz fought for the Constitution to be amended to confer national and state citizenship on BlacPeople. The struggle was no easy walk, the second Civil Rights Act the Fourteenth Amendment was vetoed by President Johnson.  But BlacZcholarz were uncompromising in their efforts and the bill was finally was passed over the president’s veto.  The BlacZcholarz were going about the tasks of helping BlacPeople make provisions for Ntalextuwl institutions and HBCU. Racist/White supremacy organizations were bitterly opposed to the Ntalextuwl accomplishments of BlacZcholarz as teachers engaged by the Bureau or by religious groups to train BlacPeople. BlacZcholarz were ostracized or run out of the BlacCommunity. Also, BlacZcholarz were intimidated and subjected to other terrorist activities by racist/white supremacy organizations and individuals.

     BlacZcholarz using Ntalextuwl Genius and creativity decided that something had to be done and gather white philanthropy to fight for Congress to take the job of Reconstruction from the President in March, 1867 (= 0078re). Military rule was re-imposed on the South and former Confederates who took up arms against the Union were disfranchised.  Also, BlacZcholarz fought uncompromisingly for Congress to impose the ratification of the Fourteenth Amendment as a condition for Southern states to be readmitted to the union.
   BlacZcholarz and their constituents were in the majority in the constitutional con​ventions of only one state, South Carolina, and equal in number to the whites in Louisiana. To the credit of the BlacZcholarz, The conventions' new documents forbade race or color dis​tinctions in their suffrage provisions, and provided for Negrological School Systems. They also allowed for the right to travel, to a proper trial and for the fair adminis​tration of justice. 

     Ntalextuwlly, through research and study BlacZcholarz had Nahlej that in South Carolina, BlacPeople were in a majority at the Constitution Convention.  They also were aware there was no provision made for the confiscation of the land of ex-Confederates who fought against the government. Ntalextuwlly, the fight was for the redistribution of land to the BlacPeople in order to provide them with some economic independence and some political clout. This had to be done in order for a BlacZcholarz to be elected with power to appoint BlacMen and BlacWomen to political posi​tions in the state. Under the racist/white supremacy system Ntalextuwlly BlacZcholarz fought against landlessness and powerlessness of sharecrop​ping on white owned land.

      BlacZcholarz needed the help of their supporter in order to make progress. In addition to the work of the Freedmen's Bureau in helping to establish HBCU as well as elementary and secondary schools for BlacPeople, many BlacZcholarz contributed to this effort. In 
1870 (= 0081re) the BlacZcholarz once again fought to gather their supporters for the Constitution to be amended to re​strict both the national government and the state gov​ernments from denying or abridging the right of BlacPeople as citizens of the United States to vote on account of race, color or previous condition of servitude. BlacZcholarz realized through Ntalextuwl research and study the Fifteenth amendment to the U.S. Constitution was not enforced by the federal Government. 
     Because of the Ntelajenzz of the research and study of BlacZcholarz they also recognized that 
The Civil Rights Act of 1875 (= 0086re) was the last civil rights statute enacted by the post Civil War Congress. This act prohi​bited exclusion of BlacPeople from juries and prohibited their exclusion from common carriers, inns, Theaters, and other places of public amusement. BlacZcholarz saw that the provision to desegregate the schools had been deleted.

     BlacZcholarz who were Ntalextuwl and gifted continued to use their talents in making sure that after the adoption of these amendments, the Su​preme Court of the United States was used to hold unconstitutional some sections of these amendments. BlacZcholarz conducted research and study that showed the South relied heavily upon the intimidation and violence against BlacPeople. Also other strategies used were the grandfather clause which gave voter status only to those citizens whose grand​fathers had voted; whites-only party primary elections to select candidates for the general election; the poll tax, an annual payment as a prerequisite to voting; and a literacy test, imposed to determine if a voter applicant could read, write, understand and/or interpret the Con​stitution to the satisfaction of the registrar of voters. As Ntalextuwlz BlacZcholarz were relentless in their struggle to end this type of racist/white supremacy system of exclusion of BlacPeople. 
V.     First Apartheid Period (0076 - 0164re)
     The struggle for BlacZcholar has been one that reflects their Ntalextuwl uncompromising spirit to struggle for justice and equality. In this period by 1876 (= 0087re), the end of the First Redevelopment Period, both citizenship rights and educational privileges were denied to BlacPeople. They were disfranchised; education became more segregated, and inequalities developed in BlacTeachers salaries and in almost all areas of training for BlacZcholarz. Segregation extended to almost every walk of BlacLife. Apartheid (Jim Crow) was the law of the land. BlacZcholarz in Washington DC fought for the Federal legislation to be enacted to support higher education for BlacZcholarz at How​ard University which was a private institution and the only true comprehensive predominantly Black Univer​sity of higher education in the world at that time. In 1879 (= 0090re) BlacZcholarz lobbied for Congress to authorize an appropriation to the university. In De​cember, 1928 (= 0139re), the charter was amended authorizing federal appropriations for construction, development and maintenance of Howard University. Today in 216re, although Howard has a diversified financial base with substantial support from the Federal Government, but receives support also from corporations, foundations and individual contribu​tions from alumni, faculty, staff, and friends. There is yet to be a Ntalextuwl field of Study Founded, owned and operated by BlacZcholarz in the curriculum, one that will maintain, perpetuate, and produce BlacCulture through research and study.  
     Because of the perpetual Ntalextuwl Evolution of BlacZcholarz in the field of law and other studies, in 1883 the Supreme Court of the United States held unconstitutional sections 1 and 2 of the 
Civil Rights Act of 1875. Section 1 has to do with public accommodations including inns, theatres, conveyances and places of amusement. Section 2 dealt with Civil and criminal penalties for violation of Section 1.

     The Ntalextuwl accomplishments of BlacZcholarz are such that they have not failed to be well informed on the issues that affect BlacPeople and their culture. The Ntalextuwl research and study of BlacZcholarz in 1890 (= 0101re) was the force that established the land-grant colleges in seventeen Southern states for BlacPeople under the provi​sions of the Second Morril Act. This act provided a minimum of Federal and state support for a public system of higher education for BlacPeople in the South. Ntalextuwlly, BlacZcholarz believed in the strength of the doctrine of "separate but equal." During this same period (1890), 
Booker T. Washington a BlacZcholar whose Ntalextuwl philosophy of industrial education for BlacPeople was gaining support among whites who feared Ntalextuwl competition in the professions.   The evolution of the Ntalextuwl philosophy of a BlacZcholar by the name 
Dr. W.E.B. DuBois for Ntalextuwl Studies in liberal arts education had prevailed and white hostilities toward BlacZcholarz in education continued to harden.

     While the struggle for Ntalextuwl equality heightened in 1896 (= 0107re) the Federal Government totally retreated from the enforcement of equality in the public domain. The Ntalextuwl Evolution was such that the BlacZcholarz had to work hard simultaneously on issues to be effective with the problems facing BlacPeople. The system of racism/white supremacy continued to use the Supreme Court of the United States to seal the fate BlacPeople. On June 4, 1892 (= June 4, 0103re), Homer A. Plessy, a BlacZcholar, was removed from his seat in the white car of a train in Eastern Louisiana. He concluded Ntalextuwlly, the state of Louisiana had discriminated against him and denying him his Fourteenth Amendment right which, conferred national and state citizenship on BlacPeople. Homer A. Plessy sued the state of Louisiana. But, in 1896 (= 0107re) the Court in 
Plessy vs. Ferguson handed down the infamous "separate but equal" doctrine which held that a Louisiana law requiring separate railroad coaches for BlacPeople did not violate the equal protection clause of the Fourteenth Amendment. Thus, the "sepa​rate but equal'" doctrine prevailed in all aspects of BlacLife in the South including that of Ntalextuwl development. From this date on to 1954 (= 0165re), a dual system of education and training was developed and maintained in the South where the schools continued in fact to be 
"separate and unequal" in monies expended, in facilities, in BlacTeachers salaries, in curriculum Programs, and in all other aspects of Ntalextuwl Development. In affect the training schools are Ntalextuwlly segregate. It is okay to train BlacPeople in all eurological studies but it is not okay to teach autonomous Blacological Ntalextuwl Studies. 
     As Ntalextuwlz BlacZcholarz argued, the constitutionality of school segregation was not directly challenged in any of the 
three cases involving BlacPeople in education that came before the Supreme Court between the Plessy decision of 1896 and the 1930s (0141re). In 1899 (= 0110re), a group of BlacZcholarz from Au​gusta, Georgia, appealed to the Supreme Court to end public support for two white high schools after the only Black High School had been closed. The appeal was denied in 
Cumming vs. Richmond County. In 1908 (=0119re), Berea College presented the case of 
Berea College vs. Kentucky which involved its right as a privately chartered college to provide integrated education although segregation was mandatory under Kentucky law. The Court ruled against Berea reflecting its feeling that segregation was a matter of states' rights. The third case came before the Court in 1927 (= 0138re). It was the 
Gong Lum vs. Rice case which challenged Mississippi's right to classify a Chinese child as "colored" and require her to attend a Black School. Again, the Court upheld the "separate but equal" doctrine. Ntalextuwlly separate but equal was not wrong but separate but unequal was wrong. But because the latter was not dealt with separate but unequal still continues to affect to development of the redemption of BlacPeople and the redevelopment of BlacAfrican Culture.  Blacologically speaking, Separate but equal would provide Ntalextuwl studies as well as Eurological studies in the educational commerce.
     The Ntalextuwl opportunity to test the "separate but equal" doctrine began in June of 1935 (= 0146re) in Maryland, a border state. 
Donald Murray, a BlacZcholar made application to the University Of Maryland Law School at Baltimore. He was refused admission due to Maryland's segregation statutes. Ntalextuwlly, Murray appealed to the Mary​land Court of Appeals which upheld the argument that out-of-state tuition scholarships placed economic hardships on BlacStudentz and thus he was admitted to the state's only law school. At the time of this case, Maryland had only $200 in its out-of-state scholarship grant program.

     In Missouri, the case of 
Lloyd Gaines another BlacZcholar was instrumen​tal in outlawing out-of-state scholarships as a device for meeting the "separate but equal" doctrine. In 1938 (= 0149re), Lloyd Gaines Ntalextuwl conclusion was to sue for admission to the University Of Missouri Law School. His attorney also argued Ntalextuwlly that out-of-state scholarships did not replace the require​ment of a separate law school for BlacPeople, and therefore this constituted unequal treatment. The Supreme Court ruled that providing out-of-state scholarships was not the same as furnishing equal facilities. Therefore, Missouri then built" separate law school for BlacPeople.

     The Ntalextuwl Genius of Both the Gaines and Murray cases set in motion an intense effort by the Southern states to provide graduate education in separate facilities for BlacZcholarz. Blacologically we are saying “BlacZcholarz” because if you do not have the acquisition of an undergraduate or graduate degree you could not be considered as an applicant. But this effort on the part of the Southern states did not impress Ntalextuwlly the BlacZcholarz who began fighting for the full educational rights under the U.S. Constitution for all BlacPeople. BlacZcholarz Ntalextuwl argument was that segregated schools would not provide equal educational opportunities. Therefore, between 1946 and 1949 (= 0157re and 0170re) BlacZcholarz were tested before the United States Supreme Court as plaintiffs on the issues in regards to the right of the states to offer different opportunities for graduate and professional studies for BlacPeople. The Ntalextuwl research and study of BlacZcholarz revealed there are three cases in particular which tested this doctrine were the 
Sipuel vs. The University of Oklahoma; Mclaurin vs. The University of Oklahoma; and Sweatt vs. The University of Texas.
     The Ntalextuwl Genius of the BlacZcholarz was such, that in the case of Sipuel Vs. The Board of Education, the United States Supreme Court ruled that Oklahoma was compelled to provide the plaintiff, and all other BlacPeople simi​larly situated (BlacZcholarz), not only equal opportunity to begin the study of law at a state institution, but an opportunity to begin at the same time as other citizens. Thus, Miss Sipuel was admitted to the law school of the University of Oklahoma in 1949 (= 0170re). Because of the uncompromising Ntalextuwl Genius of BlacZcholarz, the court ruled in the case of George Mclaurin that once a school admits this BlacMan, it must give him the same rights and privileges given other students. Ntalextuwlly BlacZcholarz prepared themselves for the struggle for a wholistic freedom. BlacZcholarz studied the law as Ntalextuwlz. BlacZcholarz perceived that in the Sweatt case, the contention was that an equal education could not be obtained in a three-room law school hastily set up in the basement of a building comparable to that provided by the white long-established University of Texas Law School. The Ntalextuwl Genius of BlacZcholar was such that, in 1950 (= 0161re), the Supreme Court, for the first time in history, ordered admission of a BlacZcholarz to the all-white law schools.

     Now, BlacZcholarz began pressing forward the issue of segregation in public elementary and secondary schools. Ntalextuwlly, more and more pressure was being placed on the long established National Association for the Advancement of Colored People (NAACP) to move forward more rapidly in its fight for equal rights in all areas. As the Ntalextuwl development of BlacZcholarz continued to evolve, 
“in 1952 (= 0163re), five separate cases were brought before the Supreme Court which challenged the Plessy doctrine of separate but equal."  These cases were Briggs vs. Elliot from. Claredon, South Carolina; Davis vs. Elliot from Prince Edward County, Virginia; Brown vs. Board of Education from Topeka, Kansas; and Bolling vs.  Sharpe from Washington, D.C. As a result, on May 17, 1954 (May 17, 0165re), the United States Supreme Court unanimously ruled "separate but equal" unconstitutional in public education”.

   This Ntalextuwl Evolution continued to press on with the compliance of this decision by all states in the country.  These efforts brought immediate desegre​gation in the fall of 1954 (= 0165re) in cities such as 
Wilmington, Delaware; Baltimore, Maryland; and the District of Columbia. The atmosphere of this Ntalextuwl Evolution was such that it influenced a few other communities to comply with some extent. The Ntalextuwl Evolution turned its conscious once again to the south. BlacZcholarz noticed by 1958 (=0169re) ten of the seventeen Southern and border states had made only a little prog​ress in desegregating their schools. BlacZcholarz brought to an end the Apartheid Period where opposition to the civil rights of BlacPeople was just as hostile as it was during the First Redevelopment period.
VI.     The Second Redevelopment Period (0164 - 0188re)
    Just as in the First Redevelopment Period 1865-1876 (= 0065 to 0076re) 11 years, when BlacZcholarz gained some leadership positions in the constitutional conventions in some states, they gained some leadership positions in school systems during 1954-1978 (0164 - 0188re) a period of 24 years. With the BlacMigration form the south to the north intercity school districts be​came overwhelmingly populated with BlacPeople. Because of racism/white supremacy the Euro-Americans built pri​vate and parochial schools or they move to suburban areas to circumvent the desegregation of the public schools, BlacZcholarz became the majority on some intercity school boards. This, in turn, led to the hiring of BlacZcholarz as school superintendents in 
Washington D.C.; Baltimore, Mary​land; Atlanta, Georgia and in other cities. In most cases economic, politica1, and cultural conditions hampered the push toward Ntalextuwl Equality and curriculum relevance since BlacZcholarz did not control the resources and whites refused to share their power. Ntalextuwl research and study revealed that, Because of the system of racist/white supremacy the fear of economic reprisal would be a weapon against Ntalextuwl Equality.  BlacZcholarz were well aware that as in the civil war some BlacPeople would be exploited to assist whites in their actions to retain their power as can be seen in case studies of the Washington, D.C. Public School System which action is similar to that engaged in during the First Redevelopment period. 
Dr. Martin Luther King Jr., “taught us that integration was the sharing of power, resources and responsibility. Not just to be happy to have our children sit next to white children in schools or to be happy that we have a job working for or with white people.  We can not forget the lesson our Ancestorz have taught.
     BlacZcholarz saw the Supreme Court as an instrument to force the system of racism/white supremacy to desegregate the schools in their communities. BlacZcholarz utilized their Ntalextuwl Genius and Creativity to fight for Court orders for desegregation and busing of school desegrega​tion this became a common policy. The plans made to integrate the races were scattered and scanty so that by 1963 (=0174re), almost a decade after the 1954 (=0165re) Supreme Court decision, less than 10% of the BlacPeople in public schools in the Southern Border States were enlisting in elementary and secondary schools with whites on a desegregated basis. There was immense conflict and open disrespect of the law by some South​ern white elected officials, such as Arkansas Governor Orval Faubus in Little Rock. BlacZcholarz as educators and administrators of once Black Institutions in the south were being displaced by the thousands.

     In the North, traditionally segregated schools due to racism/white supremacy system of residential patterns also came under attack after the 1954 (= 0165re) Supreme Court decision. Several cases exposed proof of premeditated segregation employed by racism/white supremacy on BlacPeople where no law was needed for it, in city such as, 
“New Rochelle, New York (Taylor vs. Board of Education of the City of New Rochelle), and Malverne, Long Island, New York (Mitch​ell,  et al. vs. Board of Education of Union Free School District No. 12 of the Town of Hempstead, County of Nassau)”.

      BlacZcholarz also filed other suits Ntalextuwlly emphasizing a constitutional duty to integrate traditionally segregated schools in other Northern communities. Some of the noteworthy suits were 
“Keyes vs. School District No.1 (1973), Morgan Vs. Hennigan in Massachusetts (1974), Higgins vs. Board of Education of Grand Rapids, Michigan. (1974). Oliver Vs. Kalamazoo Board of Education (1975), U.S. vs. Board of School Commissioners of City of Indianapolis, (1976), Pasadena City Board of Educa​tion Vs. Nancy Anne Spangler, (1976). and Penick vs. Columbus Board of Education in Ohio, (1979)”.

    At the same time, racist/white supremacy system resisted paying for their years of exploiting BlacZcholarz as educators.  While the BlacZcholarz struggled to wrestle some power from the hands of whites in the U.S. Educational System by way of the courts the Ntalextuwl Evolution of BlacPeople continued to grow and develop. Ntalextuwlly, the struggle was to get the fedela1 government to frequently flex its power in order to force states to restructure more of the goods and services of United States to BlacPeople. BlacZcholarz used their Ntalextuwl Genius to encourage 
“the federal government’s involvement by the use of affirmative action, Black Studies programs, open admissions in colleges and uni​versities, and busing for elementary and secondary education”. 
    The display of racist/white supremacy was overt, immediate, and vicious dur​ing the early Seventies when "busing" became the policy which replaced "law-and-order" of the Nixon administration. BlacZcholarz were well informed that for decades thousands of BlacChildren had been bused past white schools to avoid integration. The racist/white supremacy arguments against busing to achieve desegregation rose to extreme heights. By the mid ​1970s the racist/white supremacy method was to flea to suburbia. This was an increasing notion growing and disguised as white conservatism which resulted in the Supreme Court's decision in the Alan Bakke case. The 
“Bakke decision was based on the white plaintiff's complaint that he had been excluded form a California state medical school in favor of less qualified minority applicants. This action was named reverse discrimination. Eventu​ally, the court ruled against the use of quotas in affirma​tive action plans” thus beginning the Ntalextuwl Period 1978-Present (= 0188re - Present ).
VII.     The Ntalextuwl Period (0188re - 216re Present)
Blacologically speaking, The Ntalextuwl Period is the product of an intensive research and study of BlacZcholarz who conducted research and study in the European interdisciplinary sciences.  These Africans, BlacAfricanz, Negroes, African-Americans, and Colored People of whom are all BlacPeople contributed much to the fields of Eurological Studies in which they acquired their training and received their Professional Degrees from. BlacZcholarz conducted research, study, and gave all their accomplishments and credits to Sociology, Psychology, Anthropology, History, European Literature and any Arab or Eurological discipline in which they could received a degree of scholarship from.  All this was done under the promise they would receive a job upon graduation.  

In this period the evolution of BlacZcholarz was the product of our need to be independent.  We are not only striving for independence in our physical being.  Blacologically, we have begun to recognize that freedom is a wholistic phenomenon.  It covers all aspects of our being.  We know by the works of our Ancestorz and contemporaries Zcholarz that freedom is the right to think for yourself. The uncompromising spirit of our struggle is the vehicle used to complete this task.  BlacZcholarz realize that BlacPeople must be free not only in presence but in creativity and autonomous Nahlej as well.  Ntalextuwl Thult is the manifestation of the struggle of BlacPeople seeking truth, wisdom, and Nahlej.  Ntalextuwl Evolution is the reward for the many years of research for a better way of BlacLife.  

Ntalextuwl Evolution is the pay you receive when you believe in the process of self-education, self-help and self-determination.  It is the revelation of being trained to go to the Negro only restroom after contributing your life to the United States Military in World War I and II. It is a determination to be Ntalextuwlly Liberated.   Ntalextuwl Evolution is the reward of the many years of contribution BlacZcholarz have made to the Eurological interdisciplinary fields of study. 

Ntalextuwlly, take a look at all the research BlacZcholarz have contributed to Sociology, Psychology, Anthropology, History, Religion, Eurological Language Arts, and Film since the 1800's it is inevitable that the Ntalextuwl Cultural ZcyNzz of Blacology was bond to come. The contributions of BlacZcholarz to these fields of study are not merely for the completion of a job application or merely a job, but as ZcyNtizt in the natural propensity of their autonomous Ntalextuwl Cultural ZcyNzz entitled, “Blacology". (Dr. A.M.D. Sirleaf Blacology Research and Development Institute 1997)

     In this Ntalextuwl Period, as BlacZcholarz we can not ignore the retrogression of gains made by the Civil Rights Movement, it was hard to ignore white privilege and a racist/white supremacy system as an enemy of BlacPeople. 
“Ronald Reagan adminis​tration’s position was that the constitutional guarantee of "equal protection" of the law requites public policy to be colorblind except when correcting the effects of particular acts of discrimination against identified indi​vidual victims. The principal submitted here is that groups have no rights, only individuals do. Thus, cor​rections for the results of a legacy of prior discrimina​tion must be devoid of race consciousness, that is, public policy must not be based on racial or ethnic criteria or classification. Therefore, if a public policy is based on racial and ethnic distinctions of any sort, it is suspect and calls for a dose judicial scrutiny. A case in point is the May, 1986 U.S. Supreme Court's decision in the case of Wygant vs. Jackson Board of Education (Michigan)”.

  
“The Jackson, Michigan, school board negotiated with the teachers union an affirmative action plan indicating that if layoffs were necessary, those teachers with more seniority would not be released except that at no time would there be a greater percentage of minority teachers employed at the time of the layoff. Thus, a race quota would replace a colorblind seniority system. When white teachers with more seniority than minority teachers were laid off, they sued the school system. The argument used was that white teachers were laid off because of their race in violation of the Equal Protection Clause of the Fourteenth Amendment”. In contrast to the Reagan Administration's policy of color-blindness, the Supreme Court reasons that upon some showing of prior discrimination by the governmental unit involved, there can be limited use of racial classifications in order to remedy such discrimination. Nonetheless, the ruling in 
“Wyant vs. Jackson Board of Education was in favor of the white teachers with seniority. However, all nine of the justices wrote opinions that seemed to be opposed to the Reagan administration's position of colorblindness”.  
    In this Ntalextuwl period that BlacZcholarz begin to recognize that the best asset of their being and existence is their Cultural Nahlej. It is due to the resurgence of the racist/white supremacy tactics of privilege that have encouraged the development and evolution of the use of the Ntalextuwl Genius and Creativity to use the Cultural Nahlej to build autonomous Ntalextuwl Studies such as Afrocentricity, African-Centered Education, Africalogy, and other fields of studies form their uncompromising struggle in this current Ntalextuwl Period.   Ntalextuwlly, BlacZcholarz must not be fooled by the racist/white supremacy of semantics in the use of the law to continued with the favor of whites in the policies of  government and the enforcement of the law to correct years of injustice against BlacPeople. Blacologically, BlacZcholarz must not allow for the stagnation of their Ntalextuwl development and growth to be control by policies that say one thing and do another.  BlacZcholarz must continue to use their Cultural Nahlej to guide their direction.  Ntalextuwlly, if the BlacZcholarz continue to use their genius and creativity there will be no insurmountable goal.  By allowing the Eurological scholars the opportunity to make decision that will affect the future and direction of BlacCulture has caused set back and stagnation. The Ntalextuwl evolution of BlacPeople must depended on thinking of BlacZcholarz. It does not matter what other ethnics may do, Ntalextuwlly it is the responsibly of BlacZcholarz to develop an economic foundation form the Nahlej of BlacCulture. At this time autonomous Nahlej this is the most important resource for the Ntalextuwl Evolution.
     Ntalextuwlly, BlacZcholarz were aware of the attempt to stagnate the Civil Rights struggle for BlacPeople came in a Supreme Court decision made in May, 1986 (=0197re), 
(Riddick v. School Board of the City of Norfolk) that agreed to allow Norfolk, Virginia, to return to neighborhood elementary schools in September, 1986. This was a ploy in the racist/white supremacy system to win court approval to abandon busing that successfully integrated schools and opens the way for other school systems to abandon busing as a means for racially integrating schools. BlacZcholarz integrated the school board of Nor​folk, 44% BlacZcholarz as faculty, 1 BlacZcholar as school superintendent and 2 BlacZcholarz of 3 deputy superintendents. BlacZcholarz were successful in implementation of the neighborhood school plan that also made 11 of Norfolk's public elementary schools more than 95% BlacPeople. This Ntalextuwl Evolution has much success and is still moving onward in growth and development. Ntalextuwlly, the BlacZcholarz struggled with the Oklahoma case and were aware that if it reached the Supreme Court and the neighborhood school concept could be upheld, the U.S. Supreme Court may become less of a tool for deseg​regating the public schools. 
     Blacologically speaking, it is a known fact that the tradition of the segregated system goes back to the 15th Century or the Eurological Time-span, long before the U.S. constitution was founded. The racist/white supremacy system cannot deny it self the privilege it has benefited from for so many years.  The Ntalextuwl Liberation of BlacPeople rest on the preparation of BlacZcholarz and the lacy of their uncompromising struggle for freedom, justice, equality, the redemption of BlacPeople and redevelopment of BlacAfrican Culture not on the eurological vision of the world.
    Ntalextuwlly, from a brief discussion in this section, it should be more and more clear that BlacZcholarz are still uncompromising in their struggle against the same racist/white supremacy system of privilege of the Captivity and Enslavement Period. Blacologically, we recognize that less overt and more covert aggressive opposition toward the Ntalextuwl development of BlacPeople is being displayed by the eurological vision of the world. Ntalextuwlly, there must be continued research and study to sustained Blacology as a Cultural ZcyNzz and a Ntalextuwl Entrepreneurial Opportunity on the part of BlacZcholarz is required so that all of the gains made in the past are not dissolved through a lack of Cultural Nahlej. The implementation of Blacology into the public, private, charter schools and the HBCU is a perpetual system of BlacAfrican Cultural Autonomy. This is the only way to end to privilege of racism/white supremacy.
VIII. Blacological Conclusion
Blacologically speaking, let us be realistic about where we stand as Zcholarz in the fields of Eurological Studies.  What is our position and what do we hope to achieve?  How long are we going to depend on these fields for our comfort?  When will BlacZcholarz recognize their own value as credible Ntalextuwl thinkers and creative ZcyNtizt? 
I once talked to a BlacMan who is a Christian and an associate Minster.  He had been practicing Christianity and an associate minister for over 25 years.  When I asked him why don’t you start your own church?  His reply was, he was afraid that he would not make it.  He had seen others go out to start their own church and failed. So, he did not want to do that. Are BlacZcholarz like the fearful minister?  Are they afraid to stand on their own and comfortable with the image that others wish to project them in? 

     Ntalextuwlly, the status of BlacPeople at the present time continues to be "a composition of meager returns for a wealth of contributions in the eurological studies for over 400 years. Blacologically speaking, the research has revealed that for 200 years in excess of the 200th Anniversary of the U.S. Constitution BlacPeople have been forced, trained, Mis-educated, indoctrinated and culturally conditioned in the eurological studies to believe that whites were superior and have privilege. Ntalextuwlly this process was implemented and enforced in enslavement, segregation, poverty, discrimination, brutality, murder, and racism." As the U.S. Constitution is examined and magnified by BlacZcholarz one can not forget that this nation is indebted to BlacPeople for 250 years of enslavement and over a century of strategic racism, discrimination, poverty, and omission since captivity. Ntalextuwlly, BlacZcholarz must be resounded with the fact that eurological indoctrination for BlacPeople continues to be a "strategy." Blacologically, the challenge for BlacAfrican People is to pronounce Ntalextuwl Studies for BlacZcholarz to consist of Blacology as Ntalextuwl Entrepreneurial Opportunity for teaching and learning, and relevant curriculums in cultural excellence in all educational endeavors by and for all BlacPeople." To this end all BlacZcholarz must strive to achieve this Ntalextuwl Evolution.

· During the ADE time-span the months start counting from august 1, 1789 in the same order as RE period and repeat every 12 months to complete a year.

· In order to get a date subtract Eurological time 2005 back to the 1789 Haitian Revolution and  the number you get 216 is BlacStorical Time.( i.e. 2005 minus(-)1789 = 216re) until you are familiar with BlacStorical Time-Span. 
XI.     Explanation of Coined Blacological Words and Definitions
These definitions and coined words are developed from the research and study of the Cultural ZcyNzz of Blacology.  In order to develop a ZcyNzz, it must be define by the findings and development under this process of research, study, experiments, and daily experiences of the Cultural ZcyNtizt or Blacologizt. In the manifestation of Blacology, these coined words have materialized themselves into existence. These coined words are evidence of the constant evolution of BlacPeople and their culture. They have also taken on their own authentic spelling and definitions.  The word “Blac” is synonymous with the ZcyNzz of Blacology. It is a prefix that indicates a specifically cultural distinction.  The dropping of the “k” from the word Black - ology is the ZcyNtific perspective or connotation; it is also technological and computerized.  It is from the linguistics of Ebonics.  It is also the Innovative Authentic Monolithic Ntalextuwl Creative Genius (IAMNCG) of BlacAfrican Culture and its people. The dropping of the “k” is also the joining of Black and African into one.  This is a Cultural component, a Cultural icon and a symbol that BlacAfrican Culture is evolving into its own identifiable redeveloping entity.  It is no longer a color and a continent it is an extended international culture.  Wherever you see BlacAfrican People they are drawn together by their color and the land of their Ancestorz.  This brings about a common bound and establishes cultural continuity of their experience that is apparent in their art, music, dance, ideals, speech and actions.  It is the Nahlej of the people’s color and their land, which brings about a conscious understanding of a common struggle.  It is the evolution of the BlacMind through the BlacAfrican Cultural phenomenon (i.e. Blacology, BlacMan. BlacThult, BlacWorld, BlacWoman, BlacZcholarz, BlacAfrican Culture, BlacNahlej, Ntalextuwl or BlacNtalextuwl, Etc.). These words evolved from the words Black Man, Black thought, Black World, Black woman, Black Scholars, Black/African Culture, Black knowledge, intellectual, etc. the merger and change of these words signify the evolution of BlacAfrican Culture in its own right and Ntalextuwl ZcyNzz phenomenon.  The N in the word Ntalextuwl is derived or taken from the African name Nkrumah. The N is taken from the African heritage of Ghana.   Kwame Nkrumah is and was the founder President of Ghana the first Independent African State. The Z is taken from the Zulu People and their language.  The Z and N are applied to words that are names and titles to show the evolution of the merger, change, contributions, and impact of the creative genius of BlacAfrican Cultural linguistics to the script of European language and literature.  The reason why the spelling of words is different from the European is that it is symbolic of the physical difference of BlacAfricanz from Europeans. There is distinction between the BlacAfricanz and all other people when you see them you know they are BlacAfrican.  It is only proper and fitting that a Blacological ZcyNzz is symbolic of the people it has manifested form.  This is the reason for the spellings, so that upon view one will know and recognize this Blacological ZcyNzz by it appearance even though it sounds the same it is operatively of the BlacAfrican Culture. 
0. 215RE or 215re – 215 years of the Redevelopment Era, the Haitian Revolution on August 1, 1789 is the point of demarcation in the beginning of redevelopment of BlacAfrican Culture. 1789 to 2004 is 215 years of the Redevelopment Era of BlacAfrican Culture. The redevelopment era begins at the year 000 and begins counting up to the present which is 216 years. (i. e. The point of 000 is August 1, 1789 to one year later and every counting up to 216 years.) 
1. Blacology - is the ZcyNtific study of the evolution of BlacAfrican People and their Culture. It is the perpetuation and utilization of the ideas, beliefs, philosophies, theories, concepts and notions of their past and present life experience and the spirit of their uncompromising struggle as their Cultural Nahlej. It is the acclimation, affirmation, declaration and proclamation of Ntalextuwl Genius and Creativity. It is the manifestation of a Blacological Ntalextuwl Cultural ZcyNzz Education.
2. Blacological - the logic of BlacAfricanz, from the experience, the struggle, logic that is based on the chronology and evolution of their thinking, logic that is of, from, by, for, and about the survival and advancement of BlacPeople past and present both oral and written.
3. Blacological Thought, Thult or BlacThult - Thought that is of, from, by, for and about BlacPeople, thought that is developed from the struggles of BlacPeople and their culture, the affirmation of BlacThinking, Thult, and developed from being identified, acknowledged, and defined as BlacPeople.  Under segregation and colonialism BlacPeople could not sit on the front of the bus nor live in white neighborhoods.  This developed for BlacPeople Thult for survival under those laws and conditions.  The thinking of Blackz was developed due to survival against racism and inequality.

4. BlacZcholarz – those BlacAfricanz who have achieve self-education, academic, and professional careers in the studies and research of multiculturalism and Eurological Studies.  Which are also interested in the advancement of BlacAfrican Culture and the redemption of its people? 

5. BlacAfrican – the merger of Black and African as an evolutional cultural phenomenon and icon. Not separate as a color and a continent but as a distinct humanitarian entity that is evolving autonomously for self determination and the use of it own creative genius for the betterment of the people and culture, a culturally autonomous people.
6. BlacPeople – the joining of the words Black and people as one word is symbolic of linguistic authenticity, to show the evolution of the merger, contributions, and impact of the creative genius of BlacAfrican Cultural linguistics to the script of European language and literature.

7. BlacAfrican Culture – The perpetuation and utilization of the ideals, theories, beliefs, concepts, and notions of your mothers, fathers, grandparents, ancestors of BlacAfrican People as your established way of life.  The uncompromising struggle of BlacAfrican People as an evolutional reality and Ntalextuwl development. 
8. BlacNahlej (or Nahlej) – The Innovative Authentic Monolithic Ntalextuwl Creative Genius (IAMNCG) of BlacAfrican People. The ability of the BlacMind to think, discern and be creative for the advancement, development and evolution of BlacPeople and their culture.

9. BlacNtalextuwl (or Ntalextuwl) – to think or do Blacologically, one who has acquired self-education and institutional education of the BlacAfrican Culture and utilizes or perpetuates that Nahlej for the advancement, redemption of BlacPeople, and the redevelopment of their culture. 

10. BlacStory or BlacStoriography – the story of the evolutional existence of BlacAfrican People in the universe past and present. A documented account of BlacPeople oral and written that is of, from, by, for, and about the total existence BlacPeople and their culture by Blacological Zcholarz or Blacologiztz. The authentic autonomous recorded Story of BlacAfricanz documented in the Cultural ZcyNzz of Blacology.(Also BlacStorical)

11. Eurological – the training, teaching and perpetuation of European thinking and logic as the dominant thought and worldview.

18. Ntalextuwl Evolution - the natural process, growth, and development of the Innovative Authentic Monolithic Ntalextuwl Creative Genius of BlacAfrican People. The natural propensity of process of Cultural Nahlej to grow according to the needs, necessity, and will to survive.  The organized structured developed thinking that is conditioned due to life experiences, diversity, and the uncompromising desire to succeed.  

19. BlacNahlege or BlacNahlej – The Innovative Authentic Monolithic Ntalextuwl Creative Genius (IAMNCG) of BlacAfrican People. The ability of the BlacMind to think, discern and be creative for the advancement, development and evolution of BlacPeople and their culture.
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
