I. Purpose:

The purpose of this paper is to answer the rhetoric and critics who say, where does Blacology come out of? This paper is one of my chapters in my dissertation entitled, “Blacology 1962-2006: A case study on the Evolution of a BlacAfrican Ntalextuwl Cultural ZcyNzz in the BlacDiaspora in the United States”. Also the purpose of this chapter is to shine a light on the BlacZchalaz evolution into Ntalextuwl Liberation thru self-determination and the spirit of the Uncompromising Struggle of BlacPeople for freedom, redemption, advancement, and the redevelopment of BlacAfrican Culture. In addition this chapter is to prove to those who do not think that BlacPeople possess an autonomous body of Nahlej, to be enlighten and edjuketed out of this mis-education by the many BlacZchalaz of the past and present. This chapter is the proof that there is evidence of the Innovative Authentic Monolithic Ntalextuwl Creative Genius (IAMNCG) that resides within all BlacAfrican People of which is the essence of ZcyNtific Thult.
II. Introduction
This chapter is dedicated to the work, life and memory of Dr. John Henrik Clarke PhD. Dr. Clarke ideas, philosophies are instrumental in proving that there is Blacological Thult. It was Dr. Clarke whose dedication as a classroom teacher provided the Nahlej of BlacZchalaz and their contribution to the redevelopment of BlacCulture that inspired this chapter. This chapter is transcribe form the video tape entitled, “A Great and Mighty Walk” of Dr. John Henrik Clarke, Produced by Wesley Snipes, Black Dot Media, Inc., in 1996. This chapter is to answer the rhetoric and questions about BlacZchalaz such as: Sense the BlacZchalaz are the essence of Blacology what about them and who are they? Also statements such as, it seems that the essence of Blacology is the BlacZchalaz but you, Profesa Wulta Zamani Xrozz (aka: Profesa Walter Cross) had not wrote anything on BlacZchalaz. It is apparent that these individuals have not read any of my articles on the internet @Blacology.com nor have they read my 2 Masters Thesis on, “Black Solidarity and the Awareness of Institutional Racism” or “Black Politics and the Extent of Black Voting Power”. Of which are published by Prairie View A&M University and Self Published by the Blacology Research and Development Institute Inc. Also I had written and published a Book entitled, “A Brief Introduction to Blacology” Dr. Clarke has provided a more relevant and specific example of those BlacZchalaz who contributed to the phenomenon of BlacThult that evolved  into BlacNahlej of which is the essence of the manifestation of the Blacological Ntalextuwl Cultural ZcyNzz of Blacology.
In the establishment of the Cultural ZcyNzz of Blacology, one may be able to distinguish a Blacological Research or Blacology by the capitalization of the first letter of all words that are associated with Blacology (i.e. Black People, Black Culture, Black Woman, Black Man, Black Youth, Blacology, and Blacological etc).  It is done to give honor, respect, and importance to these words.  In the Eurological Culture, BlacPeople have been taught to hate everything Black and African.  BlacPeople have been taught to hate themselves.  The Cultural ZcyNzz of Blacology is to undo this type of self-hatred by giving importance to all that is Black and African. So then, in Blacology it is proper and fitting to capitalize the first letter in all words that are of BlacAfrican Culture.  This is also a way to acknowledge and identify a Blacological Research and the Ntalextuwl Cultural ZcyNzz of Blacology.  Blacology may also consist of its own Cultural Linguistics or Ebonics.   In addition, it is not restricted to the Eurological Language Arts. This gives Blacology its own significant identifiable writing form. In the ongoing research and study of Blacology the more you research, the more authentic the ZcyNzz has become.  Blacology has taken on its own identifiable terminology, words, and definitions.  These terminology, words and definitions are taken from the research and study of eight years of unofficial indirect research and 20 years of direct subjective/observation institutional research and study in the Historical Black Colleges and Universities (HBCU’s), BlacCommunity and BlacMedia and predominantly white institutions in the United States.  This research has been conducted for over 32 years. It has been said by BlacZchalaz that one day there would come a Cultural Science from the evolution of BlacAfrican People.  (See Explanation of Definitions and Blacological words for update in spellings.)

III. It Is Better To Go To Hell with the Truth
How do you define Blacology a Ntalextuwl Cultural ZcyNzz, one that has been prophesied, mythologized and a legend for over 50 years or half a century. A ZcyNzz that is reflective and dedicated to the Ntalextuwl and Cultural Liberation of BlacPeople.  The essence of this ZcyNzz can be found in the many books that have been written by BlacZchalaz throughout BlacCulture.  You can learn of the many BlacZchalaz both Brathaz and Sistaz who have written about BlacCulture and the many different and complex situations that have shape the 
BlacKunjuzNzz and the BlacStory. Here are a few BlacZchalaz who have paved the way for Blacology to evolve into a Blacological Ntalextuwl Reality. There are many BlacZchalaz who have contributed their Ntalextuwl Genius and Creativity that is the essence of Blacology. Let us take a look at the Ntalextuwl Contributions to the evolution of Blacology. What is a BlacZchala?
BlacZchalaz, BlacZcholar, or Zcholar, Zchala– those BlacAfricanz who have achieved self-education, academic, and professional careers in the studies and research of multiculturalism, Eurological Studies and Ntalextuwl Studies who are also interested in the advancement of BlacAfrican Culture and the redemption of its people. 

Blacology is a ZcyNzz that BlacAfrican People can use to verify their autonomous Cultural Nahlej and their Ntalextuwl relevance of the past and present experience and their uncompromising struggle.  It is also an instrument by which BlacPeople previously held in bondage, segregation, Jim Crow laws, apartheid, mis-education, Eurological and Arabic cultural conditioning, and colonialism can utilizes their genius and creativity.   Blacology tells BlacAfricanz what their ideals, theories, philosophies, concepts, notions and beliefs are.  Blacology also tell BlacPeople what they must do, be, and the future direction of their struggle.  The relationship of Blacology to the BlacCulture is the same as the relationship of a mother and father to their child.  It is very necessary to the growth and development of BlacPeople in their advancement, redemption and cultural redevelopment. What is Blacology?
Blacology - is the ZcyNtific study of the evolution of BlacAfrican People and their culture.  It is the perpetuation and utilization of the ideas, philosophies, theories, beliefs, concepts, and notions of their past and present life experiences and the spirit of their uncompromising struggle as their Cultural Nahlej. It is also the acclamation, affirmation, declaration and proclamation of Ntalextuwl Genius, Creativity, and BlacStory. Wholisticly it is the manifestation of a Blacological Ntalextuwl Cultural ZcyNzz Edjukexun. 

Prior to the Arab and European intervention in 
Alkebu-lan (of which is now know as Africa) and subsequent captivity, enslavement, and bondage of BlacPeople by Arabic and Eurological colonialist there was a continent full of diverse BlacCultures.  BlacPeople learned of their culture from their mother, fathers, family and Nationz.  BlacPeople lived in kingdoms, for the most part.  The learning of culture was on day by day and communal system.  There were even systems of didactic learning equal to any eurological or Arabic education such as the Kush, Ethiopia, or Egyptian Mystery System and the writing method of Mdw Ntr            and also the Nile Valley Civilization Cultural System.  
Long before there was an Arabia or Europe the BlacCulture was taught to each BlacFamily, groups, or individual of BlacPeople. There was an entire continent of BlacPeople and their many Cultures and Nationz.  In the land of the BlacPeople you could be what ever you wanted to be.  In this land BlacPeople saw the world through the eyes of their BlacAfrican Culture.  BlacCulture was the substance of their existence. BlacCulture is the foundation for all their Nahlej.  BlacZchalaz have said, it was from BlacAfrican Culture that all religions evolved from and all other bodies of Nahlej manifested.  This system of Nahlej produced the study of the universe which included the stars, the planets and beyond.  The BlacAfrican Culture included away of living.  There were universities and great cities.  The BlacCulture was a productive, creative, and a structured entity.  
I was born in St. Louis, Missouri in the BlacDiaspora of the United States 164 years of the Redevelopment Era in that BlacAfrican Culture this would be the year 164re during the great BlacMigration of Negro People from the south to the north escaping the economic bondage of share cropping and forced segregation.  
The early school house for BlacPeople in the BlacDiaspora in the United States for a period of 200 years was mostly a one room shack from the Assault and Destruction era to Redevelopment Era of BlacCulture 0089ade – 111re (1700s, 1800s and early 1900s and following emancipation).  In the south of the United States, according to 
Dr. John Henrik Clarke, “The public school term for Negroes was only ninety days.  Attendance was not obligatory, and ignorance was inevitable”.  In the north Negroes were force to attend the eurological public schools.  This is also the same case in the south. For the most part, BlacPeople did not finish high school according to the Eurological age standards.  Most BlacPeople finished after they reached adult hood or not at all. Most of the Negro Scholars taught school before they achieved their degree or diplomas.  Most Negro Ntalextuwlz were self-taught and very good at want they did and were dedicated to the redemption, advancement, of BlacPeople and the Redevelopment of BlacAfrican Culture. They used their talents and gifts to Edjuket BlacPeople as best they could. Eventually some went on to acquire their Eurological institutional education.  These Negro Scholars were basically those who believe they had a calling and was inspired to teach BlacPeople and was gifted to be a Negro Scholars.  Their university or institutions were libraries and second hand book stores founded by Negro Scholars.  While most Negrological Scholars grew up poor in terms of economic standards of eurological society they were inspired to provide information and studies to BlacPeople. They grew up in a culturally rich environment where there was a lot of love, affection, Peoplehood, and autonomy of which there was traditions and customs by which BlacPeople lived in order to survive.  It was this BlacCulture in which the BlacChildren did not get away with to much.  In these days Negro Scholars were mostly employed as teachers of BlacPeople in segregated Black Schools.  They were the foundation of the BlacCulture and the roots to the success in the lives of many BlacChildren.  These are those who implement the essence of Blacological Thinking and safe conduct.  If a BlacChild would get out of line or out of character the Negro Scholars would call them into their attention and advise the BlacChild on the importance of following these traditional survival strategies. When ever a BlacChild would be doing foolish things to impress their friends, according 
Dr. John Henrik Clarke, the Negro Scholars would tell them, “It is better to march in to hell with the truth, than to go to heaven with a bunch of fools”. 

 
Negrologically, our children wanted to do things that would impress our BlacZchalaz they would go to the library and get books on Negro Scholars in order to show that they were learning about BlacCulture. These BlacZchalaz taught our children about their BlacCulture.  They taught them that they came from a people who were as old as the time. They also taught them to dig up our past.  The Negro Scholars taught them that we are a people who were older than slavery, older than oppression and older than Europe.  This was the time to begin the search for information. The Negro Scholars have inspired the goals and dreams of the BlacStudentz for more information on BlacAfrican Culture.  
IV. Respectful Commentary on Negrological Zchalaz
During this period of the BlacCulture BlacPeople are steered to the eurological or colonial studies of whatever geography they were dispersed to or located in.  Even in BlacAfrica eurological studies have been forced on BlacAfricanz through colonialism.  They have been trained to see these fields as a better way of life.  It was in this period that Negro Scholars have been colonially culturally conditioned to believe that the eurological scholars are superior to Negro Scholars and that only Europeans can develop such fields of studies.   This was taught simultaneously in the Land of BlacPeople and also taken to the BlacDiaspora.  Because the Negro Scholars had success in writing papers, plays, songs, poetry, and as professionals in these eurological or colonial studies it was a dream and a fantasy of Negro Scholars that persuaded all kinds of aspirations and success in these fields. It was in this Era of BlacAfrican Culture that some of our greatest BlacZchalaz evolved. This is the Era in which our Ntalextuwl foundation began.  


In Harlem in the Renaissance the one of many large BlacPopulationz there was an expression of the many extended BlacAfrican Cultures.  In this extended BlacCulture it was a clean, orderly and safe community, a BlacCulture with its customs that we have forgotten.  There was a time in the BlacCulture were you did not appear with out some symbol of the culture on your person.  Negro People wore BlacAfrican Clothes and were proud of it. They also fashioned the eurological attire with a taste of BlacNess to insurrect the force culture into BlacCulture.  They wrote about it, sang about it and respected it. There was a custom of making clothing that was fashioned by Negro Seamstress with the taste of BlacCulture in it.  When you had a dollar to spin you would take it to a Negro shop or business.  In every town, state, and country in the BlacDiaspora there were areas where you could spin your money with BlacBusiness.  There was a time when there were movie shows and theaters you could go to see Negro Movies and Actors. They were owned by BlacPeople.  You could also go to any Black Club and see and hear BlacMuzic.  Negro Scholars were involved in the socialist, communist, and capitalist eurological thought.  There was nothing that Negro People were not involved in and could not do.  Not all Negro Scholars were involved in the communist or socialist parties.  Those who were involved were looking for a way out of the condition in which they lived, or a platform in which they did not have.  


Paul Roberson was the one Negro Zchala in the United States who made the great sacrifice and was committed to BlacAfrican Culture and BlacPeople.  He believed a Negro Zchala was to use his/her Ntalextuwl Genius and Creativity to change this world and make it a better for BlacPeople. Participating in a statewide oratorical contest, Paul Roberson chose to recite a tribute to the Haitian Revolutionary Toussaint L’Ouverture, who led the liberation of Haiti from Napoleonic rule. Paul Roberson was perhaps a BlacZchala who was outspoken, charismatic, controversial and Ntalextuwl. Paul Robeson was all of these things and more.  He was perhaps the most famous and affective Negro Zchala during his time.  His voice was honored and cheered not only in the United States, but in several countries world-wide Dr. Paul Robeson was a International Negrological Zchala. One could say that Paul Roberson was culturally a Negro Nationalizt. Thru his stage and film performances he opened doors to inter-racial performances and relationships.  With his travels across America and abroad, he opened the world's eyes to oppression. Blacologically, he remains in our Cultural Memory as a successful scholar, athlete, performer, and activist.    In the words of Paul Robeson: 

"To be free - to walk the good American earth as equal citizens, to live without fear, to enjoy the fruits of our toil to give our children every opportunity in life - that dream which we have held so long in our hearts is today the destiny that we hold in our hands."  (Robeson 108)
Robeson's legacy has been an inspiration to millions of BlacPeople around the world.  His courageous stance against oppression and inequality in part led to the Civil Rights Movement in the decade of 170-180 years of the Redevelopment of BlacAfrican Culture 170re (1960s).

 Dr. W.E.B. Dubois PhD is the most recognized academic Negro Zchala in the western hemisphere.  Dr. Dubois was a practitioner of the eurological studies.  He wrote 2,038 books articles and pamphlets in the eurological studies. He mastered the eurological study of sociology and merged the Negrological Genus of the BlacStruggle successfully into this field.     He was not just a Negrological Scholar he was a Blacological Cultural ZcyNtizt equal to any eurological scholar or any scholar in any culture.  He was not accepted by the Eurological scholars as a significant scientist in their fields of studies until the later part of the 20th Century.  Even still Dr. Dubois was not seen as a major figure or equal to the eurological founding fathers of Sociology.  He was not just a sociologist but he was a Negrological ZcyNtizt a Zchala of the BlacAfrican Culture.   Sense there was no Blacological Ntalextuwl Cultural ZcyNzz at the time 100re – 150re (late 19th and early 20th Century) he acted as a sociologist. All the work he did was claimed by the eurological studies.  This is the stage in the evolution of BlacZchalaz during the 1st Century or first 100 years of the Redevelopment Era of BlacAfrican Culture.  The Redevelopment Era of BlacCulture in Blacology begins with Haitian Revolution as the declared point of demarcation in the beginning of world wide struggle against subjugation, oppression, and enslavement of BlacPeople.  
In this Era of the Redevelopment of the BlacCulture Negro Scholars was caught between the 2 Eurological scholars of the U. S. and Europe in what was not a chose between an oppressor and a liberator but 2 oppressors with 2 different techniques and methods of oppression. According to Dr. John Henrik Clarke PhD, the Europeans did not want BlacPeople to be free any more than the U.S.  They wanted BlacPeople under their domination, control, and rule.

Blacological Research revealed that the Eurological scholars never thought there was any BlacStory or autonomy worthy of any serious study on BlacAfrican Culture and BlacPeople.  The eurological scholars had a preconceived notion about BlacPeople which had nothing to do with our BlacAfrican Cultural Reality.  These BlacAfrican Nationz had communal cultures long before there was a Europe they were not copies from the eurological scholars and their institutions.   In these BlacNationz based on the concept of culture there was family, community, autonomy and everyone had a responsibility. 
In these BlacNationz, According Dr. Clarke, there was no word for jail because no one had ever gone to one. There was no word for orphanage because no one had ever thrown any one away. There was no word for old folk home because BlacPeople had never thrown away grandpa or grandma.  The eurological scholars were intellectual thieves. They stole their ideals from BlacAfrican Culture. Most of the eurological thoughts were taken from Alkebu-lan in the BlacWorld before the first eurological scholars ever wore a shoe or live in a house.  During the early years of BlacZchalaz their writing consisted of poetry, essays, short stories and articles of BlacStory which Negrologically they were written in and validated within the eurological studies.

The Harlem Negrological Renaissance of 120re – 164re (1910-1964) influenced the BlacWorld and encouraged the evolution of BlacCulture in the United States with Negrological Scholars such as Claude McKay, Langston Hughes, Richard Wright, Wallace Thurman, Zora Neale Hurston, and Jessie R. Fauset and many more. It is articulated by some BlacZchalaz that there could be found a Pan-Africanist view in Langston Hughes and in some degree Claude McKay. But with out a doubt there was Blacological Thult. Our Blacological Thult transcends all that we are and our many ethnicities. In some case our BlacNess is so powerful it is an ethnicity. But the rest of the Harlem Renaissance Writers were Negrological. During this time in the Redevelopment Era of BlacAfrican Culture there was only one out spoken Blacological or Pan-African Zchala at this time and that would be Marcus M. Garvey. There was also the collector of BlacNahlej Arthur Schomburg who had founded the Schomburg Library with a collection of 2 generations of BlacZchalaz and who also mentored 2 generations of BlacZchalaz. Arthur Schomburg was born in Porter Rico. Arthur Schomburg founded the Schomburg Center for Research in Black Culture on 135th Street in a Library in Harlem. Schomburg saw African History as the missing pages of World History. The Negrological scholars saw themselves as part of the eurological vision of the world. If they were not in the eurological history they would fight to get in and there was nothing you could do to keep them out.  This was their way of seeking equality and inclusion. Even though there was no physical chains on the Negroes there was intellectual bondage, this is where we were as Negrological Scholars.  In our evolution this was our fate. Only time could reveal to the Negro want was to come. Freedom is a process each generation has a price to pay and an obligation to fulfill. The Negro Scholars still saw the eurological scholars as their intellectual masters. Whatever the nice and good white folk told the Negro that is what he believed because it was safe not because it was right.  The Negroes thought that if they studied the eurological scholars they would be equal to or better than the eurological scholar in their history and culture. The Negro Scholars also thought that they would find a solution to the problem facing BlacCulture without the study and research of their own autonomous BlacAfrican Cultural Nahlej.
 
The eurological scholars are intellectual dictators who are in power and intend to stay in power in their culture. BlacZchalaz spent centuries pondering this revelation and have as yet to develop their own autonomous Ntalextuwl Studies and to implemented these studies into a perpetual system of higher learning.  This is the reason why the eurological scholars have so much and BlacZchalaz have so little and work harder in the eurological studies than the owners. BlacZchalaz can not regulate nor can they dictate any responsibilities nor any arrangements until they become Ntalextuwl Entrepreneurs. 
Blacologically speaking, we must study our BlacCulture so that we can find out why it is necessary for BlacZchalaz to continue to see the world vicariously through the eurological vision of the world.  Now is the time to make good on all the dreams and visions we have been longing for and fighting for. Only the enslaved can put and end to slavery.  Blacologically, we must know why we are accepting this arrangement?  As BlacZchalaz, we have studied European history as world history and placed our self in the mist of the eurological history and this has not changed our condition in the eurological studies our economic and commercial position has not changed. We are still the employees and they are the owners. We have some managers but we are not the owners of these fields. The only way we are going to change our economic condition is that Blacologically we must create and develop our own autonomous Ntalextuwl Studies and ZcyNzz. It is no longer about research and study only it is also about commerce and Entreprenurialship as well. This does not mean ask for more money from those who are monopolizing the autonomous studies industry, but to become Ntalextuwl Entrepreneurs in the Cultural ZcyNzz of Blacology.  As long as BlacZchalaz continue to study and research in the eurological studies they will become richer and richer and BlacAfrican Culture and BlacZchalaz will be poorer and pooper. 
In the eurological studies the Negro Scholars have taught us to study the interrelationship of world history to African history for centuries and decades. Negrologically, we know it better than a lot of the eurological scholars themselves and they have said so and awarded us for doing so. But that does not put any money in the BlacAfrican Culture nor in the autonomous study industry of BlacZchalaz. Blacologically, we must move from pons to players. Even better still we must be owners of the game. In addition to that we must make the game lock, stock, and barrel. 
It is time that BlacZchalaz learn the political meaning of BlacStory and the Blacological meaning of economic and commercial Ntalextuwl Entreprenurialship.  Blacologically when you address an autonomous Study by its Ntalextuwl authenticity you must develop an economic and commercial system that will make it sustainable and effective for the maintenance your culture. All people have an economic and commercial system that perpetuates their cultural autonomy. It is the responsibility of the BlacZchalaz to create, perpetuate, develop, found and own their Cultural Nahlej. While studying BlacAfrican Culture I learned the authentic BlacStory and while I study the BlacAfrican Language I learn that there is a autonomous BlacAfrican Culture and it extends around the world. 
All people go back to the land of their origin to identify themselves. They must also look at their make up both genealogically and physically to attach themselves to a group in order to determine who they are.  According to Dr. John Henrik Clarke when you address a people according to their name that name must be related to land, their authentic story, their autonomous culture and their physical make-up. Blacological research has revealed that when you deal with BlacPeople you must be specific when you address BlacPeople according to their name that name must be related to land of their origin, their authentic BlacStory, and their autonomous BlacCulture. You must also include their color because if it was not for their color BlacPeople would not have known where they were from. It was because we are BlacPeople that took us back to Africa.  In today’s world Africa does not mean a particular people it means all the people who were born on the land and migrated to the land. Africa is a political word that is connected to economics and power. It does not mean origin. So, when you say Africa you are not talking about the BlacAfrican or the original BlacPeople of Alkebu-lan. 
We must see our existence from our own authentic BlacStory and we must be the authors of that BlacStory. Without our numerical accountable BlacStory we will continue to be a people who are at lost for an authentic BlacStorical and geographic origin. We can not throw away our BlacNess it is an asset to our connection to our Ancestorz. We have not used our color correctly under white supremacy/racism. We have been taught it is not important and that we should caste it off. So many BlacPeople have been literally trying to lighten up and declare themselves as multi-racial and bi-racial in order to gain favor with whites. Each generation must be taught the origin of BlacPeople and this must be done in an academic Ntalextuwl Study such as Blacology.  There are many different locations of BlacPeople but what we all have in common is that we are all BlacPeople. Our lease common dominator is or color.  This is what connects us to our land of origin. When you study the word Africa you will find that this is not the original name of the land of our BlacAncestorz. Blacological research has revealed that where we are at this point in our Cultural Evolution is we must define ourselves as BlacAfrican this word connects us to our original Ancestral land and it recognizes the God given gift of melanin that is proven ZcyNtifically to be a physical and Ntalextuwl asset. In order for us to get back our geographical and BlacStorical reference culturally we need both. So, you must ZcyNtifically, utilize the word BlacAfrican as your cultural evolutional International, National, and Universal identifiable Icon.
V. Courage and Committee of BlacZchalaz Reassessing Our Role
In the Year 140 of the redevelopment Era of BlacAfrican Culture the Ntalextuwl Evolution in the north in the U.S. took off in New York City the focus was on the establishment of Political acquisition and the use of voting power for that large BlacPopulation and their localities headed by BlacZchalaz in Politics. In Harlem in the years of 143re - 145re the objective of BlacZchalaz was to make Harlem a congressional district and have its own autonomous Black Elected Official. BlacZchalaz were beginning to show their Ntalextuwl Genius by conducting the election of Adam Clayton Powell Jr. #II to Congress. This was a strategy for the acquisition of jobs in the local neighborhoods for BlacPeople. One must admire the success of the campaign and the election of Adam Clayton Powell by BlacZchalaz, with all of his faults.  This Negro Zchala was the best Representative the Ntalextuwl Community of New York has ever sent to U.S. Congress. In the 1st year in Congress Adam C. Powell was told by the eurological scholars in Congress that they did not accept Negroes in the dinning hall and Adam Powell went and got the darkest of the BlacPeople and marched into the dinning hall and got away with it. 

This was a period when BlacZchalaz were reassessing our role to eurological vision of the world.  Blacologically we were tuning toward BlacAfrica with African Forums and study on BlacAfrican Culture. At this time in the Redevelopment Era there was a war against Ethiopia by Italy. Although BlacMen in the U.S. wanted to go to war to assist Ethiopia the U.S. Government would not allow them to have a passport to go. While at the same time letting Italians go to support Italy. Some of the same BlacMen who could not go support Ethiopia was allowed to go to the Abraham Lincoln Brigade in Span. The BlacMan has always been willing to give his life for BlacAfrica. 
Because of the origin of the word or name “Africa” was and is a eurological label the BlacPeople of the continent of Alkebu-lan did not call themselves Africans. BlacStorically, the word Africa is a colonial label forced on the land and on BlacPeople. The BlacPeople in Africa did not define themselves by continent they saw themselves as Kingdoms, Nationz, Families, and by regions. The colonizers, invaders, or foreigner saw them as Africans and labeled the land as such. In North Africa the Romans took the land from BlacPeople by the name of Afri or Afreeka and called it a province. The Romans renamed this land Africa. 

BlacStorically, the written documented account, by word of mouth of when the BlacCivilization began and colonial invasion started has been the focus of BlacZchalaz such as Dr. John Henrik Clarke, Dr. Yosef ben-Jochannon, Dr. Chancellor Williams, Dr. Cheikh Anta Diop and others for decades and centuries.   The concept of Cultural order and of an organized communal environment came out of the Nile Valley Civilization before there was any other civilization know to mankind in the world. BlacStorically, the significance of this revelation is that it is a BlacCivilization that set a standard of living at that time in the BlacCulture that was not equal to any system anywhere in the world. The eurological scholars are reluctant to give the credit to BlacZchalaz for such a creation that happened in BlacAfrica.  The Eurological scholars also forget that the Nile River stretches 4,000 miles in to BlacAfrica and it was the worlds 1st Cultural Highway.  

For centuries Eurological scholars had rejected the ideal that the ancient Egyptian Empire was built and maintained by BlacAfricanz.  The concept that this BlacCivilization was the product of non-eurological Ntelajnzz, technology, and spirituality was Eurologically not acceptable.  A BlacZchala from Senegal by the name of Cheikh Anta Diop would shake and topple this conventional eurological thought. Dr. Diop research was brought to the euological western world by Dr. John Henrik Clarke.  Dr. Diop books had never been seen by BlacZchalaz in the U.S. until Dr. Clark presented them to the forums in the BlacInstitutionz and eurological studies forums. Dr. Diop is referred to as the Pharaoh of the Upper Nile. In the words of Dr. Cheikh Anta Diop:
“We must be strong enough and serene enough to hear the historical facts and interpret them or be impassioned, but that is not how we will solve the very complex problems of humanity. The domination that we have suffered, that I have suffered from. Our domination of other races preceded it. For 4,000 thousand years BlacAfrica had been an imperialist, all of western Asia was under the domination of Black Civilizations. At that time no one would have dreamed that the situation could have been reversed.  This is why the study of history gives us the serenity required to appreciate the facts as they are”.
In the year 184re of the Redevelopment Era of BlacCulture Dr. Diop challenged the major Eurological scholars in the European World on the concept that Egypt being apart of Ancient BlacAfrican Culture in North Africa along with Dr. Theopile Obenga placed Egypt within the context of BlacAfrican totality. Dr. Diop was more than a eurological science practitioner He was a learnt Blacological Ntalextuwl Multi-Genuis and Cultural ZcyNtizt fighting for the Cultural Autonomy and Ntalextuwl Liberation of BlacAfrican Culture.  Dr, Diop Proved that if he could get the pigment from some of the mummies he could prove the BlacAfrican origins of Egypt. All the Eurological scholars came to oppose the study when it was over they had to admit that these 2 Blacological Zchalaz were prepared to support their case.

From the 1st Dynasty about 4500wpe (2500 Centuries BCE) to the invasion of Nile Valley was the 1st Golden Age. From the 3rd Dynasty came the great multi-genius Imhotep the real father of Medicine who lived about 3600wpe 1800 years before the Greek Hippocrates was called the Father of Medicine. When you read the autobiography of the Greek he says I am a child of Imhotep. In the 18th Dynasty 3900wp – 4000wp (2100 Centuries BCE) came the world great Cultural Reformer and maybe one of the world 1st Deities name Akhnaton. He Thult so much of life he would not harm a flower.  He outlawed warfare. In BlacAfrican Culture spirituality was a part of total life of the people before the intervention of the eurological scholars into Alkebu-lan, BlacPeople was very spiritual and moral. The step Pyramids was originally built with a temple at the top, where you could go to pray. These structures was not built just to the glorification of a pharaoh but the spirituality of BlacPeople, This is what made the BlacCivilization of the Nile so great.   
According to Dr. Clarke, at the same time that Egypt was in it 24th Dynasty Europe was emerging form it Pre-literate past. The 1st show of eurological intelligence was a book called, “The Odyssey and the Iliad” by Homer about 850bc. Where is Egypt 850bc? Egypt is old and tired and has gone through 24 Dynasties.  It is on the eve of it last and great Dynasty that will come from the Pharaohs in the south.  The eurological scholars had written a book of folklore. Just south of Egypt lies another highly evolved BlacAfrican Culture called, “Nubians”. This BlacCivilization lasted for 3,000 years.   The 25th Dynasty was called, the one Dynasty from the south that moved up north to tell their relatives the Egyptian how to rule a Nation one more time. In the BlacStory this was Alkebulan last walk in the Sun; this was a great and mighty walk, that walk had lasted 10,000 years before coming to an end. It is at this time the Eurological scholars are just beginning to develop their societies the words social, society, psychology and Europe are not even being used.
VI. Reassess Pan-Africanism and Define It
BlacMen was drafted into the U.S. Military in the year 151re of Redevelopment Era of the BlacAfrican Culture. There is nothing more misunderstood than the role of the power of being a BlacMan in the assimilation of BlacPeople into the Eurological culture. Empowerment is taken away form BlacMen by being made to feel as though just being a man, is better than being a BlacMan. Anytime some one tell a BlacMan or BlacPeople that being just a man or woman exclusive of being Black is a step up they are taking from BlacPeople that which gives them power. As BlacPeople in order to be empowered you must be acceptable by all people as BlacPeople and not only as BlacPeople but respect and recognize BlacAfrican Culture. What BlacCulture means to BlacPeople and how it provide discipline for daily challenges that we face as a people. This must be articulated by all BlacPeople at work and at home wherever they go and whatever they do. Blacologically speaking, the use of being BlacPeople and the practice of BlacCulture empowers us.
After trying integration and assimilation Blacologically we must as BlacPeople reassess and find out what Pan-Africanism is and what it can do for the redemption and advancement of BlacPeople and the redevelopment of BlacAfrican Culture.  As BlacZchalaz we are redefining Pan-Africanism and finding new eurological studies in this aftermath of colonialism. We were for the most part drafted into these fields like BlacAthletes by eurological institution seeking profit. This was done to BlacZchalaz even though they were cynical about these studies. The skepticism was primarily due to the fax that BlacZchalaz were seen as minority and inferior which meant that you had to be 10 times better that a eurological scholar to get there and had to work just as hard with no reward or very little. BlacZchalaz held up the system and had no guarantee opportunities facing them upon graduation. To make it even more disappointing there was no jobs in these fields of studies. Blacologically it became more and more obvious that BlacZchalaz would have to depend on themselves. This sent the BlacZchalaz in to the streets with protest for jobs. The BlacZchalaz did not receive jobs form those which they got an education form, not from those who took our money and promised us a future in education, but they gave us those jobs for those who had not requested the education we had.   
What the BlacZchalaz needed was the practice of Pan-Africanism all over the world. BlacZchalaz turned to each other. It became more and more realistic that BlacAfrican People would have to depend on themselves. It was time to start doing some thinking and some creating to back it up. BlacZchalaz begin the redefining of Pan-Africanism it would be defined as a way of not depending on the colonial exploitationist. Pan-Africanism would be a way to create new and independent BlacAfrican Nationz.  In BlacAfrica it was a way to transfer the power and resources in the hand of BlacAfricanz. The BlacZchalaz lead Pan-African Movements all over the world. The BlacZchalaz must begin to redefine Pan-Africanism as the building of a BlacAfrican World Community.  The union of BlacAfrican People in different parts of the world in the Caribbean, in India, U.S., Europe, South America and all 7 continents. Blacologically, we must take a look at the fact that BlacAfricanz number 1 billion, (1,000,000,000) BlacPeople on the face earth. All together if we did one thing, even if it was wrong, it might alter the world. BlacAfrica has always been and still is the world’s richest continent. BlacAfrica has always had things that other people wanted and couldn’t do without but didn’t want to pay for, such as diamonds. This gave the exploiters reason to invade BlacAfrica.
Alexander’s invasion was the 1st Eurological invasion into BlacAfrica. Everything that happened in Egypt in Africa before the Assault and Destruction Era 2000ade (or 332bc) was something that no eurological scholar had anything to do with. Now we see the Eurological occupation of BlacAfrica and we see it as aggression not bringing civilization but destroying the BlacCivilization that it did not understand.  

The uninvited eurological scholars in the upper Nile Valley 22 Centuries prior to the Redevelopment Era of BlacAfrican Culture (5th Century bc) signal the end of the highest BlacCivilization that the world has known in any land or culture.  The colonial conquers literally changed the complexion of the BlacAfricanz in that area. Now you are beginning to see bi-racial or mulatto population that eurological and Arabic scholars declared as white. With each invader came the confusion of the origin of the  mult-racial or bi-racial people occupying the land. This was a time when the BlacPopulation was defeated in war and displaced due to the use of genetic annihilation as a weapon of war. BlacCivilization was defeated in war by the Greeks and Arabs.  The Greeks did not last long. The eurological population fought each other for control of this area. The Romans invaded the Greeks for the trade in North Africa. The element of greed has always been a factor in the eurological motif. 


Carthage a powerful BlacNation in the 
1st Century of the Assault and Destruction Era of BlacAfrican Culture 2000ade in North Africa had ambitions of it own. Carthage had established a province in Spain in the 2000ade (3rd century BC). Hannibal a BlacZchala who was the military commander of Carthage, who had apprehension about Roman aggression into North Africa for colonialism. Hannibal’s father informed him to take the war to the Romans instead of waiting until for the Romans to strike first.  Hannibal takes over the military at age 26 and heads for Rome. Thus begin the war between Carthage and Rome. The eurological war allies chase Hannibal back to Carthage. This event begin the eurological cult in the destruction of Carthage into an administrative center for a eurological empire. The Roman Empire was not very rich in natural resources so North Africa became the bread basket for the Roman Empire. If it was not for North Africa the Roman Empire would not have been able to sustain itself. The Romans begin to tax and oppress the North African province and the fallen Carthage.  The eurological scholars force BlacPeople and others to take on their religions and cultures.

This begins the religious imperialism and the transformation of BlacAfrican Religions into eurological religious under indoctrination and training.  The eurological scholars took from a BlacAfrican folk tale the Story of the child in the mangier. Later in retrospect the eurological scholar referred to him as Jesus Christ. Now there are arguments about the color of Christ. But According to Dr. John Henrik Clarke, that can be settled simply by answering the following questions.   Was he a Roman? The answer is no. Was he a Greek? The answer is still no. These were the only eurological types of cultures or people in the world in that area at that time; he was neither Greek nor Roman. He was one or part of the other people and all of the other people was non-Eurological or non-white and Jesus came from the other people.
During that time in Roman dominants BlacZchalaz held high military posts and administrative positions in the Roman Empire. The Romans and Greeks had not color prejudice equal to what we would know later on. Otherwise, why would 3 BlacZchalaz become emporia’s of Rome and 3 BlacZchala became popes. Finally, according to 
Dr. J.H. Clarke, Constantine decided to make Christianity the religion of the whole Roman Empire. This is when the eurological domination of their religions and institutions such as the church began to make the BlacZchalaz disenchanted with the corruption within eurological version of Christianity. Constantine calls for a counsel of bishops and priests at a place called Nice or the Nicene Conference 332bc it is at this conference the eurological scholars created a European concept of Christianity. This is when the image of Jesus became white. It was at this conference when eurological scholars began to take the BlacZchala Saints out of the literature of Christianity. 
VII. The Image of Christ Being White
This is when the corruption expanded. Not only did Racial concept in Christianity begin to be overt the image of Christ being white was an overt practice and made law. Prior to this conference the Image of Jesus Christ did not exist. How did it come into existence? The Pope of that time commissioned it to come into existence. This was the beginning of White Supremacy/racism and the eurological religion of Christianity as we know it today. Michael Angelo a eurological scholar painted the picture using one of his relatives as a model. That picture has been used as a white supremacy propaganda in the promotion of racism in Christianity. This picture has had control over the minds of BlacPeople who practice Christianity for centuries in the perpetration of the oppression of BlacPeople as inferior. It has also controlled the minds of BlacPeople as to who suppose to represent God whoever he or she is and some BlacPeople are in question as to if it is a he or she. Spirituality is a way of accepting the fact that there is a spiritual force in the universe larger than all mankind. But someone had to come along and invent a word called “God”. Someone else had to have another God and say it is better then yours. Some one had to create “faith”. Someone else said I have the true faith. 


Religion is the organization of spirituality into a tool that is used by conquerors to pacify BlacPeople under their rule and to stabilize their colonies.  All religion was brought to BlacPeople and imposed on BlacPeople by conquerors used as the frame work to control their minds.  According to Dr. Clarke the main point here “is that if you are a child of God and God made you in his image and likeness. Then God is supposed to look like you”. When you accept a picture of the deity or God assigned to you by another people who are or have oppressed you. You become the spiritual prisoners of that other people. 
Many BlacAfricanz became Roman Citizen just like many Africa-Americans today in the 217re of BlacDiaspora of the United States. Saying I have noting to do with Africa I am an American, there were many BlacAfricanz back there Saying that I am a roman citizen, I have nothing to do with BlacAfrica. Suffering from the same split personality silliness, not knowing where there ethnic identity belonged. The eurological colonizers control over their far away colonies had weakened.
VIII. The Arabs Mislead The BlacAfricanz

 In North Africa the eurological colonialist face a fierce challenge in the Arabs. The Arabs saw the weakness of the Romans in North Africa and begin a campaign for the collaboration of the BlacZchalaz against the eurological oppressors. The Arabs mislead The BlacZchalaz by making some of them to believe if they gave up their Traditional BlacAfrican Culture and joined them and to be converted into Islam they would help them to stand up against the eurological oppressors and get the eurological oppressors off their backs and out of North Africa. 
The BlacZchalaz assumed by supporting the Arabs, the Arabs would help them get the Romans off their backs. The Arabs did get the Romans off their backs. But the Arabs replaced the Romans on their backs. This is a perfect example of the new Pan-Africanizt Ideology of non-dependence on the colonial powers. This is the BlacStorical lesson to have been learned by BlacZchalaz and to be taught to the masses of BlacPeople in a perpetual system of Autonomous Blacological Cultural ZcyNzz. Like most conquerors, the Arabs declared an all out war on BlacAfrican Culture and ways of life. The Arabs has always been a propagator of enslavement and a defender of slavery. The Arabs has always rationalized slavery through Islam.  I do not think any religion sanctions slavery.  When you use a religion to sanction slavery you are misusing that religion. You are misusing the word of God. Not only are you missing the word of God, you are also creating a fallacy in the presentation and expectation of the will of God. According to Dr. J. H. Clarke, “The Christians, Muslims, and Hebrews have all used their religions to justify enslavement. This is not righteous in any case. The Islamic armies with their troops full with BlacAfrican converts defeat the eurological colonizers and pushed them back into Europe and capture Spain and develop a rich Islamic culture that lasted for 500 years”. The Arabs drove the eurological conquerors back into Europe and out of the Mediterranean.  
This is the beginning of the dark ages for the Eurological culture of 200 years. These Dark Ages was not attributed to any culture but the eurological colonizers. This was the time when the eurological culture was confined to the peninsula of Europe. In this time the nations of this geography had no colonies outside of these boundaries. It was during this period that the eurological culture was depended on their own natural resources. 
During the 200 hundred year dark ages of the eurological culture the BlacAfrican Culture had its 3rd Golden Ages. At this time in the BlacAfrican Culture there was 3 great BlacCivilizationz emerging in Alkebu-lan in the west and they were Ghana, Mali, and SongHay, these were Nationz and lands of enormous wealth. These BlacCivilizationz controlled the trade route over the Sahara Dessert and the acquisition of gold in their regions. These BlacCivilizationz were known for their benevolent system to govern and their respect for systems of learning.  For awhile in the BlacStory there were 2 great universities of which attracted people all over the world and one was located in the land of Alkebu-lan, the University of St. Coree in Timbuktu and the other was in Spain the University of Salamenca.  The BlacAfrican Zchalaz was in control of the one in Alkebu-lan and a great contributor and partly in control of the one the eurological peninsula. 
The Arabs was instrumental in the practice of the institutionalization of BlacAfrican abduction, kidnapping and the process of the enslavement of BlacPeople. The eurological oppressors and scholars were responsible for the process of internationalizing BlacAfrican enslavement. In the eurological culture the wealth from the BlacAfrican Slave Trade made their industrial revolution possible while at the same time engineered the emergence of institutional capitalism. The BlacDiaspora was build in part due to the Eurological and Arabic institutionalized and internationalized abduction and kidnapping of BlacAfrican People for the purpose of Arabic and Eurological exploitation and economic wealth.  Millions of BlacAfricanz were taken from their homelands by force to all continents of the world as shattle and property into hostile and foreign cultures. The eurological scholars came into Alkebu-lan with a quest and was treated as a guest. BlacAfricanz were unsuspected, naive politically and some BlacPeople are still that way today. Because the BlacAfricanz had nothing against the eurological adventures and had never enslaved any European people. BlacPeople at that time just assumed the eurological scholars would not enslave them. BlacPeople had never met any one that would enslave the host and the wife who cooked the meals and lie about. 
According Dr. Clarke, Around the 3rd Century of Assault and Destruction 344ade (Around 1442ad), the first BlacPeople was taken out of Alkebu-lan in the west. This eurological BlacExploitation was being conducted out of Spain and Portugal at this time. These eurological scholars of that day were the arbitrators of the abduction and kidnapping of BlacPeople form Alkebu-lan. The pope of the catholic church and Christian religion in the 3rd Century of Assault and Destrution Era (or eurological 1400s) committed the sanctioning of BlacExploitation in the from of human trafficking entitled, “Trans-Atlantic Slave Trade” and was orchestrated by the eurological religious institutions. The pope gave the order to Spain and Portugal the stop fighting each other and racially demanded that they joined together and subdue the BlacAfricanz for the slave trade. In addition to that the pope commanded those 2 white nations to stop fighting amongst themselves and one take West Africa and the other take the east. The pope order the racial dehumanizing of all BlacAfricanz to the slave trade, due to their non-eurological religious conversion.  Eurologically this was considered out side of God’s grace. According to the thinking of the eurological religious imperialist being BlacAfricanz was less than human and out side of God’s grace. The eurological scholars went into the slave trade with a vengeance they even named their vessels in the name of their Eurological religious icons such as Jesus. The English name one of their slave cargo ships, “Jesus” this ships commanders name was Sir John Hawkins. This ship was called, “The Good Ship Jesus” the code of arms of the ship was 2 BlacAfricanz tided back to back. The eurological scholars saw no contradiction in being a Christian and being in the slave trade at the same time. Blacologically speaking, we can not deal with this enough because as BlacPeople we are still dealing with its horrors. Blacologically, inside the minds of a lot of BlacPeople in this world in the millions, we are seen as outside the grace of god.  Blacologically, this is a terrible feeling you get when you walk the earth. Because, what has been taken away from BlacPeople is your essential humanity and human beingness and your nationness.
Early in the 1st Century of the Redevelopment Era of BlacAfrican Culture within the first 100 years or following the Haitian Revolution (19th century) the concept of slavery began to yield to the concept to Eurological and Arabic colonialism a more sophisticated from of enslavement. Enslavement as a system became unyielding at one point in the system of enslavement everybody who wanted BlacAfrican captive could have one, if they could afford one. The eurological nations of size who did not have any BlacAfricanz as contraband began to complain. This brought about the Berlin Conference in 0095re-0100re (1884-85) of which drew all the eurological scholars to together to distribute BlacAfrican People into all their nations and colonies for free labor.
The BlacZchalaz did not fall at the feet of the Eurological invaders they fought long, hard, fearlessly, bravely, continually and strategically.  Anti-colonial wars started up and down the west coast of Alkebulan in to the Congo. There was a Blacological armed resistance, the Zulu wars lasted from 139ade (1650s) in the Assault and Destruction Era of the BlacAfrican Culture when the eurological invaders (Boars) arrived to the last Zulu war in 117re (1906). In Ghana the Ashanti wars lasted from early in the 1st century 0019re (1800) to the last Ashanti War lead by a BlacWoman Zchala named Ye Asuntiwa in 121re (1900). For a while it look as though the eurological invaders would not be able to hold on to Alkebu-lan.  The eurological invader became more ruthless and used more inhumane treatment and sent large ships of more manpower and brought Alkebu-lan under the control of the eurological invaders by 0015re -0020re (1884-1885).

  BlacZchalaz have been hung up with a myth that the conqueror and the invader as the bringer of civilization. No people ever brought civilization to another people at anytime or anyplace, not even in the BlacStory nor in the eurological history. Blacologically speaking, this is one of the most protracted lies BlacPeople ever listen to. Civilization is the art of being civil. The word, “civil” means being peaceful.  There is nothing peaceful about aggression. Only the slave can abolish slavery. If some one is on your back, you have to bend a little to balance them on your back. The best move to do if you want them off your back, you must stand straight up. 

IX. Blacological and Pan-Africanism in the BlacDiaspora
There is something about an island and a body of water it creates a special kind of Blacological Thinker.  BlacZchalaz in BlacDiaspora did not know where they came from so they Thult of the whole of it to bring it all together in one peace.  The seed of Blacological Thult in the BlacDiaspora in the United States during captivity and the process of enslavement of BlacPeople later grew into Pan-Africanism in the West Indies.  Trinadad produced 3 of the greatest Pan-Africanizt they are H. Sylvester Williams, C. L. R. James, and George Padmore.  In Trinidad they founded the Pan-African League. H. Sylvester Williams would eventually call it Pan-African. He would call a conference in London in the year 111re (1900). 
BlacZchalaz came from BlacAfrica, from the Caribbean, and Dr. W. E. B. DuBois from the U. S., they did not asked for the independence of BlacAfrican States at that time. They asked for preparation and the kind of education that will prepare us for eventual independence. These BlacZchalaz where reasonable, But the eurological and Arabs scholars did not listen. Yet these BlacZchalaz made an impression. After the 1st Conference Dr. Dubois was the leading figure from the 2nd to the 4th Conference of which Dr. Dubois became the Blacological Theoretician of Pan-Africanism. Pan-Africanism was not new because BlacZchalaz were practicing Blacological Thult thru out the world long before some one gave it a name. The BlacAfrican Settlement Movement, the movement that settled Liberia was developed from Blacological Thult and given the name of the Pan-African Movement. The so called Negro Convention Movement was a discussion on how you bring the BlacAfrican World together. The whole 1st Century of the Redevelopment Era was the use of Blacological Thult or BlacThult of which was was eventually called Pan-African Thought later in retrospect, with Prince Hall in the development of the Black Masonic order in what he calls the African lodge.    The search in BlacAfrica for a settlement by Dr. Martin R. Delaney father of Black Nationalism and Robert Campbell were the progenitors of Blacological Thult. In 0040ade (1829) David Walker’s appeal the colored People of the world was basically a Blacological Appeal to BlacPeople all over the world. All of this before we come down to the end of the 1st Century of the Redevelopment Era of BlacAfrican Culture. 

The ultimate evidence of Blacological Thult into Pan-Africanism can best be seen the movement of Jamaica’s Marcus M. Garvey who said in his presentation to Negro People of whom he called citizen of Africa the following:

Citizens of Africa I greet you in the name of Negro Improvement Association and African community League of the world. You may ask what organization is that? It is for me to inform you, that the Universal Negro Improvement Association is an organization that seeks to unite into one solid body the 400,000,000 million Negroes of the world. 
This is an example of how Marcus Garvey saw all BlacPeople as Negroes and Africanz at this point in the Redevelopment Era of BlacAfrican Culture. In order to be a Negro or African you had to be Black. In seeing ourselves as BlacPeople we began the process of Blacological Thult.   
It was soon after the Eurological World War I, the U.S. secretary of war had told the BlacMen who had fought in this war on behave of the U.S. Eurological Military Scholars and Politicians that their lot would not change because they fought in the war and that they would remain inferior and second class citizens. There was an investigation by BlacZchalaz in the eurological studies and what this study found was that some of Eurological nurses would not treat the BlacMen who were wounded in the battle, they were left to die. So the BlacZchalaz recorded these grievances of BlacMen pint up inside of them as they were returning from the war. All of this came to a head in 120re (1919) there were race wars all over the U.S.  It was called the read summer. 
Marcus Garvey could point out look…they do not want us here. Let’s go back home. Let’s go back to Africa. Lets not only go back to Africa, let us go back in our own ships. Now a whole lot of BlacPeople who would not listen are now beginning to listen. So then, Marcus Garvey would say the following:

We here the cry of France for the Frenchmen, and Germany for the Germans, Ireland for the Irish, and Japan for the Japanese, we the Negro of the Universal Negro Improvement Association are raising the cry of Africa for the Africans those at home and those abroad.
Marcus Garvey begins to dream the Great Dream and rescued the minds of Millions BlacPeople thru out the BlacWorld from depression and self-doubt.  By 133re (1923) Garvey was in some difficulties with the shipping company “Black Star Line”. There was covert Negro U.S. agents sabotaging the movement. Some of the People he had hired could not run the boats.  There was mis-management and betrayal, he collected millions of dollars from BlacPeople to buy these boats. The boats were old and not sea worthy as he thought they were. Garvey cover large territory maybe to fast. Although, he build the largest Pan-African Movement in the U.S. in the BlacStory and in the eurological history. There must be serious Blacological Research conducted on the life and times of Marcus M. Garvey. Marcus Garvey was and is a Blacological Ntalextuwl Cultural ZcyNtizt who was the best Blacologizt of his time.  The affect of the works of Marcus M. Garvey has long reaching affects in the evolution of BlacAfrican Culture and on BlacPeople. 
According to Dr. John Henrik Clarke, “Marcus Garvey called attention to what slavery and colonialism had taken away form BlacPeople. It took away a concept that is essential to all the people in the world. It took away state management and state maintenance. Once you have been taken from the geography of your origin and force to live in a state designed by others you are still a slave to the man who is astute enough to control a canner call the state”. 
X. Independent BlacAfrican Movement

The cannons of eurological World War II were barely cold when BlacAfricanz meet in Manchester England.  They were prepared to claim that canner call the state for themselves. At the Pan-African Conference of 156re (1945) now the BlacZchalaz from Alkebulan were present with BlacZchalaz from Caribbean, United States, and other continents were there. Now you are talking about BlacAfrica in context with all the BlacZchalaz on the scene. At this Pan-African Conference is where Dr. Kwame Nkrumah PhD is to make an impact on the direction of the Independence of BlacAfrican States Movement as the co-convener of the conference. Out of the 5th Pan-African Conference came the blue print for the mentality, the basic planning to rule and take over a nation. BlacZcholarz was also saying in prior Pan-African Conferences give us the education.  In the 5th Pan-African Conference BlacZcholarz was saying we got the education. We got the man power. We want to rule now!!! 
The BlacPeople of Ghana resisted eurological rule from the very beginning. In March of the year 168re (1957) BlacPeople in Ghana become the first BlacAfrican Independent State to win their freedom. Kwame Nkrumah was ready to rule. According to Dr. J.H. Clarke, when he first knew Kwame Nkrumah in the Harlem History club his impression of Nkrumah was not as a future head of state. But as a BlacAfrican who was going to make a contribution to the future of his nation and he was a committed BlacAfrican. Dr. J.H. Clarke went to BlacAfrica in 169re (1958) because he had been promising him self that he was going for about 5 years before he actually got there. All he had was a return ticket he told a Bratha who had read one of his story in an African Magazine who had wrote and got his address. He told the Bratha he was coming to Ghana to get him a place or a room in a hotel for a few days. The Bratha did not even try or go and find a room. The Bratha took Dr. Clarke to the slums of Accra and Dr. Clarke lived right there with him. Finally a check came to Dr. Clarke from America that was delayed. When it did arrive it bounced.  Dr. Clarke was one day watching a parade of President Nkrumah returning home. Nkrumah had went some where and retuned, there were a whole lot of BlacPeople along the highway waving from his return. So Dr. Clarke was there just like everybody else just like another BlacAfrican melting into the crowd. President Nkrumah spotted Dr. Clarke and stopped the Rose Royce. The motorcycle driver thought that some one was about to heart the President. The motor cade stop and the President got out and walked over to Dr. Clarke and said what the hell you doing in my country. Dr. Clarke just laughed…the President said to Dr. Clarke you are long way from Harlem and where do you live? Dr. Clarke said, in James Town. James Town is the slums of Accra. The President shook his head and said, you sure must love Africa.  Finally, he headed back to his car then turns back to Dr. Clarke and said, you know what I am going to do for you? Dr. Clarke told the President he did not have any money and his check had bounced and that he could not get back home. So, President Nkrumah said, I am going to put your Harlem behind to work. The President did he give Dr. Clarke a job….working on his newspaper the “Evening News”.
According to Dr. Clarke, The significance of Ghanaian Independence at that time is that it gave spirit to the whole of the BlacAfrican World.  It was a major impact on BlacDiaspora in the United States.  Because it came at a time when the Civil Rights Movement was reaching the maximum of its potential and making great achievements. President Nkrumah’s first vision of Pan-Africanism was the unification of all Africa. Nkrumah said, “that the freedom of Ghana won’t mean anything, until all of Africa is Free”. The spirit of Ghanaian Independence would create a light of hope in the rest of Africa. This is what Dr. Kwame Nkrumah was trying to build in Africa. This is what the intelligent services in the U. S., England, and France had to destroy to keep the example of Ghana from emerging. 
According to Dr. Clarke, 
“What went wrong was our misunderstanding of what a state consisted of and the responsibilities that go along with what it takes to hold one together. Our indoctrination and dependence upon the eurological scholars was more than we anticipated at that time in our evolution.  BlacPeople had longed so much for power. Once we got close enough to touch it, we realize we did not know what we were going to do with it once we got it”. We needed to go thru a process of undoing our miseducation, decolonize our minds, and undo our eurological cultural conditioning of which we had not developed at this time in our redevelopment Era.
Blacologically, what went wrong with the BlacAfrican Independent State Movement was the mis-education BlacPeople had received from the eurological scholars of whom we trusted to supply us with the training, materials, ideals, philosophies, and technology to build a state. It was the acquisition of eurological mis-education, cultural conditioning, and colonialism that cause the problems for the independent BlacAfrican States. All of these eurological studies religious, social, psychological, political, and education is what caused the cultural conflict of anti-BlacAfrican culture with these BlacNationz.  Every BlacNation that is in conflict today is in conflict over the infusion of eurological culture in the canister call the state. It was not the use of technology but the use of eurological culture as superior to BlacAfrican Culture. The use of the evolution of technology is an asset to the redevelopment of BlacAfrican Culture. The promotion of eurological culture as a superior culture within the BlacAfrican Culture is not necessary and is anti-BlacAfrican Culture.   This is something that we must learn from in hindsight as we Blacologically research and study the past and present BlacCulture.  Blacologically, as BlacZchalaz we must conduct research and study of our cultural evolution utilizing the genius, creativity, gifts, talents and Traditional Nahlej we have develop in our autonomous Ntalextuwl Cultural ZcyNzz that BlacZcholarz have created, founded, and development for the purpose of the redemption, advance of BlacPeople and redevelopment of BlacAfrican Culture.  The future of the BlacWorld lies in the hands of the BlacZchalaz.  The task of building an infrastructure for a national, international and universal BlacWorld is that of the Blacological Cultural ZcyNtiztz. What we need was and is Blacological Edjukexun before we took on the task of state building. 
When Dr. Kwame Nkrumah came to the U.S. in which he had known so well.  Dr. Kwame Nkrumah was a graduate of Lincoln University a HBCU in Pennsylvania. Dr. John Henrik Clarke was a member in the anti-poverty Program in Harlem when Dr. Kwame Nkrumah came back to visit the U.S. as President of Ghana. Dr. Clarke took a picture of Dr. Nkrumah and took it and his speech back to BlacPeople so that they could see a Black President of a country which was something the Negro People had never seen and could not have dream of in the U.S. at that time. This is what Dr. Clarke said, “look here is a Black Man head of a Nation speaking to the world. He got course nappy hair. He didn’t apologize for it. He said Here I am African, Black, Bold, and powerful and head of a nation. I got something to say to you and this is what I got say.
(Get speech of Dr.  Kwame Nkrumah in the U.S.)
XI. An autonomous Nahlej: Do your best work

The Civil Right Movement was lead by Dr. Martin Luther King, Dr. Thurgood Marshall, Medger Evers, Bratha Malcolm X, and other BlacZchalaz. To this date the BlacZchalaz have not received the credit due to them as multi-faceted Ntalextuwl Cultural ZcyNtiztz who used their Genius and creativity in the ability to utilize and decipher the eurological studies with their autonomous Nahlej in redemption, advancement of BlacPeople and the redevelopment of BlacAfrican Culture.  BlacZchalaz have only been seen as eurological and Arabic religious promoters and converts or leaders. If a BlacZchala is in a colonial religious institution he/she is given the credit as a member of that colonial religion for the achievements and the accolades for the progress maid in the uncompromising struggle of BlacPeople in the redevelopment era. This is done to marginalize, underestimate, and devalue the brilliance of the Ntalextuwl ability of the BlacZchalaz.   This insinuates that BlacPeople do not have the ability to think for themselves of which is equal to the eurological scholars saying that the communist party was doing the thinking of BlacPeople in the early 2nd Century of the Redevelopment Era of BlacAfrican Culture, because BlacPeople could not be seen as having the ability to think for themselves by colonial scholars.  Blacologically speaking, it is time to give the credit our wisdom to our Ancestorz, Elderz, Traditional Culture and BlacZchalaz. The Nahlej of self is the greatest Nahlej of all. BlacPeople are not one dimensional they are endowed with the ability to think, be creative, productive, Cultural ZcyNtific and be spiritual in their own right.  These are unalienable aspect and qualities of all mankind.  Blacologically, we do not have to be validated by any one to seek equality or inclusion. 

According to Dr. John Henrik Clarke, the passive resistance of Mahatma Gandhi was a strategy. 
Gandhi said, I regard my self as a soldier, so a soldier of peace.  Blacologically, we must understand this Dr. Martin Luther King Jr. #II PhD, said to the eurological scholars that he received the operational techniques of the Civil Rights Movements from Gandhi and the inspiration of the Civil Rights from Jesus of Nazareth. How did Dr. King come up with such a Ntalextuwl Thult respond, he could not have got this from the eurological scholars because they did not teach or train us in this Thult. This was and is Blacological Thult of which all BlacPeople are endowed with, it is an autonomous Nahlej that deciphered these 2 concept into one that would able to be used in the redemption, advancement, and redevelopment of BlacAfrican Culture.
According to Dr. Clarke the passive resistance of the civil rights was sold as a way of life. Young BlacZchalaz of the HBCUs took up Dr. Kings philosophy and begin the implementation of it with sit-ins, bus-rides, and boycotts all over the U.S. as a way of life. According Dr. Clarke a strategy is never a way of life. A strategy is something you used as you use an orange.  When the juice is gone you throw it in the garbage can. Mahatma Gandhi was an east Indian Nationalist and skillful politician. He always had an arms struggle waiting in the wings just incase his none violence did not work.
Dr. Martin Luther King started the Civil Rights Movement by saying the following:

Today marks the beginning of an organized, mobilized campaign to get the right to vote all over this state.

Dr. King Martin Luther King was seen in the context as a spiritual leader, but he was not only spiritual he was Ntalextuwlly endowed as well. Dr. King came out of the Traditional Nahlej of the uncompromising struggle of BlacCulture and BlacPeople. Of which was attributed to the ability of BlacZchalaz to have laid out a blue print for how BlacPeople was to survive. This Nahlej was encompassed in the Historical Black Colleges and University, Black Schools and BlacOrganizationz of which Dr. King was a product of.    As a matter of fact the Black Churches or Negro Church was founded by the BlacZchalaz of whom some of them taught themselves to read and write. Dr. King was not only a spiritual leader but, he was a Ntalextuwl Cultural ZcyNtizt. Dr. King was well education in the eurological studies and in the Traditional Nahlej of the Uncompromising Struggle of BlacPeople. BlacZchalaz did not only follow Dr. King because he was a eurological religious convert. BlacZchalaz followed Dr. King because he was Blacologically Ntalextuwl and dedicated the Uncompromising BlacStruggle. Blacologically speaking, it is time to give credit to the BlacZcholarz for their ability think and strategize in our redemption, advancement, and the redevelopment of BlacAfrican Culture. Dr. King was one of the greatest Blacological Cultural ZcyNtizt who was a multi-genius of Ntalext, Theology, and a Theoretician that the BlacAfrican Culture has produced from the Civil Rights Movement in the 2nd Century of Redevelopment Era of BlacAfrican Culture in the BlacDiaspora within United State. Once again the BlacZchalaz followed Dr. King because he had a Ntalextuwl Dream, he made great sacrifices and he was committed to Uncompromising Struggle of BlacPeople. 
According to Dr. Clarke he had some strong disagreements with Dr. King. Dr. Clarke said, that he did not think that BlacPeople should be lock into the concept of  non-violence as away of life, only as a strategy.  Other BlacZchalaz would concur. Blacologically speaking, we should be slow in our critique of Dr. King, because Dr. King was brave enough to put his life on the line for the Struggle of BlacPeople. That is proof of his bravery and commitment to BlacCulture.  
XII. This is where Blacology comes out of

In the year 176re (1965) the March on Washington was an opportunity for Negro People to show the world they were ready to be United for the BlacStruggle. The mach on Washington was a march in Washington which revealed the evolution of the Negro Nationalism in BlacPeople. It was during this time that the words “Black, Black Power, Black Consciousness” begin to manifest itself in the hearts, mind, and soul of BlacYouth or the next generation evolving as BlacPeople. Blacologically, the substance of what emerged from the march on Washington was the Black Consciousness Movement. As a BlacYouth in the city of Chicago I could look at the TV and see all the BlacPeople gathering together for the rights of BlacPeople. I could here my foster Parents and Neighbors talking about all those BlacPeople on TV. In our neighborhood no one wanted to be called Negro any more. It was not to long after that in 175re (1965) that Floyd Mckissack and Kwame Ture declared nationally in the Mississippi Freedom Democratic Party on TV that as a people would be Negro no more. From that day in 175re (1965) we would be BlacPeople from then until now and forever. That was the substance of the March on Washington, the essence of the revelation our BlacNess and the evolution our Cultural Autonomy. Before that we saw ourselves as segregated not as one.
Blacologically, we were uniting through out the BlacWorld, the Civil Rights Movement, the Caribbean Federation Movement, and BlacAfrican Independence Movement we all saw ourselves as BlacPeople in one BlacCulture. It was because of our BlacNess that we came together in order to support the BlacStruggle where ever you found BlacPeople. In the March on Washington the many speeches were the fertilizer that feed the seed of our Black Consciousness and Blacological Thult. Blacologically, we were ready to handle power. We must be conscious of the fact that eurological scholars and their fields of studies only prepared us to be able to make speeches. They did not provide BlacPeople with the skills and training to do the off camera work needed to produce more than a show. Blacologically, we show cased the maximum of the level potential we received from the eurological education system. We put on a show and reheresal that consisted of social, religion, intellectual studies, political, and education all these were from what the eurological studies we had been trained in. If you wanted to present anything that was not eurological, it was not permitted. The only thing we could present that day that was from BlacAfrican Culture was our BlacNess which presented it self in the way we talked, the way we walked, the way we sing, the way we worship and in our color. According to Zora Neale Hurston, “If an’t got it… you can’t show it, if you got it… you can’t hide it”. As integrationalist we were trained by the eurological scholars to have ceremony without substance this is why BlacPeople could not do anything more than march because were trained to march.
There was 2 voices and 1 movement that spoke loud and clear with the Blacological National and International Message that was not allowed to present it self at the march on Washington. That 2 voice was Malcolm X and the Honorable Elijah Mohammed the Movement was the Nation of Islam. You could here both these voices thru one Bratha 
Malcolm X. Bratha Malcolm said the following: 
“One of the reasons, that it is bad for us to just continue to refer to ourselves as so-call Negro, is that’s negative. When we say so-called Negro that is pointing out what we aren’t, but it does not say what we are. We are Africanz and we happen to be in America. We are not American. We are people who were formerly Africanz who were kidnapped and brought to America”.
Dr. Clarke knew Bratha Malcolm from 169re – 178re (1958 to 1967) or until his murder. Dr. Clarke and Bratha Malcolm were good friends and sometime they saw each other daily and had discussions. Dr. Clarke would provide information on history and background information to Bratha Malcolm.
Bratha Malcolm said the following:
They have studied the tactics and the strategies and methods of all the African Nations that have emerged and won their independence. They have seen that the Africanz didn’t get it by sittin-in, they didn’t get by waitin-in, they didn’t get by singing we shall over come, they got it thru nationalism.  
This was the essence of Ntalextuwl Thult that inspired the use and the evolution of Blacological Thult. It is Nationalism that is the evidence of autonomy and cultural Nahlej this is the beginning of BlacNahlej. It is from Bratha Malcolm X that the Nahlej of self begin to be recognized by BlacPeople as the necessary means for survival and evolution. This is ware Blacology comes out of. Bratha Malcolm was not only a spokesmen for the Nation of Islam but he was and is a Blacological ZcyNtizt and Theoretician. It was Bratha Malcolm who provided us with the approached, application and the use of BlacThult.  It was Bratha Malcolm who taught us to Think Black. It was Bratha Malcolm who taught to use BlacThult. It was Malcolm who encouraged us to be BlacPeople and he did it thru Nationalism, not only thru nationalism, but to put both words Black and Nationalism together as one, Black Nationalism and evolved into the evolutional Blacological term “BlacNationalism”. This is where Blacology comes out of.
Dr. Clarke Meet Bratha Malcolm at the world Trade Center and Bratha Malcolm was making satire about eating pork with Dr. Clarke. They were having one of their usual conversation, Dr. Clarke said, if it were not for the pig some of us would not be here. According to Dr. Clarke, Many times when Bratha Malcolm was referencing his speeches with, “the Honorable Elijah Mohammed teaches us”. Malcolm X was teaching over and beyond what the Honorable Elijah Mohammed ever thought about.   

The Honorable Elijah Mohammed said the Following:

You say we are on the road to a better world because, the white man promised integration. This is a disgrace. 

Bratha Malcolm said this about The Honorable Elijah Mohammed: 
Mr. Mohammed analysis is, “until the image of the Black Man, in the mind of Black Man has been changed. You will always have delinquency parental as well as juvenile. So his entire approach is not so much to change the attitude of the white man toward the Black Man but, to change the attitude of the BlacMan about himself. 

 This is Blacological Thult and this is the substance that makes Blacology.
Blacologically, the BlacMan must see himself thru his own cultural sphere. The BlacMan must not continue the see himself vicariously thru the eurological vision of the world. The BlacMan must develop his own autonomous body of Nahlej in order to see himself in his own cultural reality.  The BlacMan not only must change his attitude about himself, he must also change how he sees himself. Changing attitude without vision is only half the way, the BlacMan needs a wholistic cultural change. In Malcolm’s day he provided us with the attitude to project us into BlacThult of which evolved into a ZcyNtific Blacological Thult. This BlacThult can be traced back to Dr. Martin R. Delaney was developed the Ntalextuwl Study of Ethnology and saw himself as a Ethnologist. But Bratha Malcolm as he has done for Nation of Islam was the nationalistic spokesmen for BlacThult and BlacThinking. 
The Arabs and certain powerful group inside Islam wanted Bratha Malcolm on their side. There was a serious attempt to persuade Malcolm X to turn on the Honorable Elijah Mohammed and established a second Islam group based on what they considered to be orthodox Islam. According to Dr. Clarke, They offered Malcolm X 3.5 Million to turn on the Honorable Elijah Mohammed.  Bratha Malcolm turned it down. As Bratha Malcolm and Dr. Clarke was walking down street together toward his car, Bratha Malcolm patted Dr. Clarke on the shoulder and said, swine eater let me buy you a cup of coffee. It was one of the many times in which Dr. Clarke sat down in discussion with Bratha Malcolm on issues of BlacPeople in the world.  According to Dr. Clarke, Bratha Malcolm was more loyal to the Honorable Elijah Mohammed than Elijah Mohammed eventually was to him. The Honorable Elijah Mohammed was getting old and there was suspicion that Malcolm X would be the logical successor. There were those in the Nation who did not want the successor to be Malcolm X because he would have done some serious house cleaning. Also there was some thieves in the house. Malcolm X development as a Pan-Africanizt came a little later in his life. 
Blacologically, it the use of the words Black People, Black Man, Black Woman in which Bratha Malcolm portrays and utilizes Blacological Thult of which makes Malcolm X a Blacological Ntalextuwl Cultural ZcyNtiztz.  Bratha Malcolm gave us the best use of Blacological Thult when said the above statement. Bratha Malcolm was a Blacological Theoretician he showed us how to apply Blacological Thult:

“until the image of the Black Man, in the mind of Black Man has been changed. You will always have delinquency parental as well as juvenile. So his entire approach is not so much to change the attitude of the white man toward the Black Man But… to change the attitude of the BlacMan about himself. 
It is in this Ntalextuwl Thult is where Blacology come out of. Not only was Bratha Malcolm X a Pan-Africanizt he realized the significance in/of our BlacConsciousness. This is where Blacology comes out of. Although Bratha Malcolm did not say Blacological or Blacology he Thult Blacological and he tied it to Pan-Africanism and BlacNationalism, he knew these ideologies must be tied together. It was Bratha Malcolm who Started the BlacYouth to using BlacThult he was the one BlacZchalaz who began to address us as BlacPeople. Bratha Malcolm knew there was a connection to being Black and Pan-African.  In the research and study of Blacology there are 4 BlacZchalaz that are profound in the use of the term Black, Black People, and BlacThult they are Dr. Martin R. Delaney, Marcus Garvey, Kwame Ture, and Bratha Malcolm X. If you want to know where Blacology comes out of, this is the roots, foundation, heritage, tradition and the origin of Blacology. It was Bratha Malcolm who sparked the movement of Black Nationalism, Black Consciousness, and the Black Panther Party for Self-defense in the decades of 170re – 190re (1960s-1980s) in BlacAfrican Culture.
Bratha Malcolm said:

We have to have the type of understanding of Africa and the type understanding of our people here in order to build a Bridge, a contact, a line of communications between the two. Once the lines of communication has been established and our African Brathaz can stretch forth their hands and reach us, and we can stretch forth our hands and reach them. Why there is nothing that this blue eyed man in this country will be able to do to you and me successfully from that day onward.  
What Bratha Malcolm was talking here, is the understanding of recognizing that we were all BlacPeople and thru our BlacNess we can never be divided. Once we can see our self as BlacPeople then we know that what ever happens to you happens to me.

According to Dr. Clarke, Malcolm X had laid out a threat to the colonial powers of the world. When he said the following:
It is Nationalism that’s bringing freedom to oppressed people all over the world. It was nationalism that brought freedom to the Algerians. It was nationalism that brought independence to the Nigerians and to Ghanaians. 

According to Dr. Clarke, “I do not think that Malcolm X murder was a local America thing. I think it was a larger thing than that. I do not think that Farrakhan had anything directly to do with the murder. But I do think the Farrakhan is guilty of creating the attitude and the atmosphere that lead to the murder.  Without Farrakhan I think Malcolm X still would have been assassinated”. Dr. Clarke and Malcolm X were friends from the day they first meet until his murder. 

According to Dr. Clarke, “
When I got the word of his death I was in Connecticute preparing a speech in a Jewish home. Some one had announced that he had died and some one added dismissing the whole thing and saying that he was anti-semetic. I know the man well enough to know that he really didn’t hate anybody. He hated certain things people did. But he was not a hater at all. They spoke as though had the right tell us who should be our hero. I went into their bathroom, after dinner and cry like a child for 15 minutes. I came out party composed and gave the speech that night I was suppose to make. Came home and begin to deal with reality of the situation.  Because, to me Malcolm X was not gone and was still not gone in my imagination. The whole year after his death I all ways got the feeling that we were having our usual conversation. I would always ended with what can I do, finally I got the feeling he had said, do your best work. I was a good teacher before that, I was a better teacher and better human being after that. Because I knew that being a good classroom teacher was my best work”.  
XIII. The Atmosphere Where

Blacological Ntalextuwl Studies Evolved From
 According to Kwame Ture, 
“we have to move from a position, where we can feel strength and unity amongst each other from Watts to Harlem. Where we won’t ever be afraid. And the last thing we have to do in the country is build a power base that will bring them to their knees every time they mess with us.

Los Angeles 170re (1969) 
H-Rap Brown said, 

Individuals do not create rebellions, conditions do. Until they begin to address themselves to those conditions, rebellions will continue and escalate.
After the death of Malcolm X the message of BlacThult was transform into Black Power by the young BlacZchalaz. (Hue P. Newton, Bobby Seals, Eldridge Cleaver, SNCC,) These BlacZchalaz was ready to take Bratha Malcolm X messages of “By Any Means Necessary and Black Nationalism” and apply them to the tradition of the uncompromising struggle of BlacPeople to be free.  It was the beginning of the Black Power Movement, the Black is Beautiful Movement and the Black Consciousness, Moving into second gear. Blacologically, the wearing of the BlacAfrican Clothes and the wearing the natural hair or the Afro, the recognition of all BlacPeople as Brathaz and Sistaz, was a move toward Pan-Africanism and 1 International BlacAfrican Culture. It was a form of Black and African Consciousness this is the essence of the use of Blacological Thult and moving toward an autonomous BlacWorld View. It was in the motif and construct where Blacology came out of. This was a Blacological Awakening, it was from this atmosphere is where the Blacological Ntalextuwl Studies evolved. It was during this point in the Redevelopment Era of BlacAfrican Culture that Black Consciousness, Black Nationalism, Black Power, Black Theology, Afrocentricity, African-Centered Education, Kwanzaa, Ebonics, and Blacology manifested in the minds of the BlacZchalaz. This era was unlike the Negro Renaissance of Negritude that sought to prove their humanity by being eurological. The Blacological Awaking is the beginning of the recognition a Innovative Authentic Monolithic Ntalextuwl Creative Genius (IAMNCG) of BlacAfrican People for the redemption, advancement of BlacPeople and the redevelopment of BlacAfrican Culture. It had nothing to do with the eurological scholars. As a result BlacPeople were stimulated thru out the BlacWorld.  This period is the realization of a Blacological Universal Cultural Nahlej. Because of our BlacNess we were connected on all continents. BlacPeople were beginning to stand for the BlacCulture everywhere in the Universe. It was during this Blacological Era that we as a race of people begin to seek out our own body of Nahlej and ZcyNzz.  
This is what followed the stimulation of various researches and studies to develop Ntalextuwl ZcyNzz as tools and asset in BlacCulture. Not only did research and study develop ZcyNzz but for each ZcyNzz there are Institutions develop as well. There were African-Centered Schools all over the U.S. there are African-American Studies, Black Studies Programs at some eurological institutions headed by BlacZchalaz and Independent institutions such as Blacology Institute by BlacZchalaz. 
XIV. Carrying Out A Well Designed Program For Liberation
  According Dr. Clarke, the Black Movement left a lot unanswered question and it left some question that must be answered thru Blacological Research and study. These are the questions we must ask ourselves Blacologically:

· What followed the stimulation?

· What institution came out of it?

· What of lasting value came out of it?

Dr. Clarke did not think that BlacZchalaz have studied with any degree of depth and seriousness of modern Japan. They went into a war. They sustained 2 atomic bombs. They had their country occupied. Now the people that defeated them are now begging them for commercial space. What did they do that we have forgotten how to do? They did some serious astute planning. Not loud mouthing. Not boosting, they did not get on the radio or any platform and call anybody names. But they did what they had to do. 
Blacologically this is what we have to do as BlacZchalaz for the advancement, redemption, of BlacPeople and the redevelopment of BlacAfrican, This is our fate. If we are carrying out a well designed program for liberation, it must include a Blacological solution. If it is written out any literate person can contribute and share leadership. So, if the leader dies while you are on page 13 move to page 14 and continue the struggle.  Bury the man and continue the plan. I think every person that calls himself a BlacLeader, a BlacPreacher, a BlacPolicy maker of any kind, has to ask and answer the questions. 
In his own life-time, how will my BlacPeople stay on this earth? 
How will they be edjuketed? 
How will they be schooled? 
How will they be housed and how will they be defended? 
The answer to these questions will create the concept of enduring nationhood, because it will create enduring responsibility. 
One million BlacMen

Good morning a salaam alakum. My dear Brathaz, BlacMen, strong BlacMen, upright BlacMen, solver BlacMen, together BlacMen, United BlacMen, Freedom for BlacMen, justice for BlacMen, “Welcome To The Million Man March”. 

One million BlacMen made way to the U.S. Nations capital October 15, 1995.  They are answering Minister Farrakhan call for Unity, redemption, and atonement. It is the largest demonstration in the BlacStory and eurological history. 
According to Dr. Clarke, Marching is a strategy and I think we have got enough out of the strategy. I think the march is a waste of shoe leather, gas, and energy. Blacologically, I have some serious problems with any kind of march for our liberation that leaves out one half of the mentality of our people, the BlacWoman or the BlacMan. I do not by the rational the women need to stay at home and take care of the children.  Blacologically, we do not need Women only organization, women retreats only, or men only organization that perpetuate the leadership of BlacWomen only and not both BlacMan and BlacWoman. Blacologically as a Culture we need both Mothers and Fathers day a day for both parents not mother day or father day but one day for both. This is causing more division amongst BlacPeople. I an’t buying that, If BlacMen or BlacWomen have no honorable place in your retreat or liberation, your liberation is not worth the fight. Because you can’t build no family, no struggle, you cannot have no continuum with out both. You can’t even continue your name without that connection. Long live the spirit,  long live the spirit of the Million Man March. There is more to revolution than throwing your fist in the air. There is more to progress than marching. Minister Farrakhan said,

I want to say my Brathaz; this is a very pregnant moment, pregnant with the possibility of tremendous change in our status in America. Today weather you like it or not God brought the idea thru me. And he didn’t bring it thru me because my heart was dark with hated and anti-Semitism, and he did not bring it thru me because my heart was dark and I am fill with hatred for white people and the  human family of the planet if my heart is so dark, then why is the message so bright. The message so clear, The response so magnificent. 
Blacologically, as BlacZchalaz we must utilize the Ntalextuwl Studies that we have developed for BlacCulture to provide us with the Nahlej and information of those who have oppressed BlacPeople so that we will not be lead to any one or any people who has oppressed our Ancestorz or who are presently enslaving BlacPeople any where in the world. We must be able to move beyond this show-bizz liberation and move toward the building of our Ntalextuwl ZcyNzz.  Blacologically, we must make principle statement on the enslavement of BlacAfricanz in the Sudan and Mauritania. There is all kinds of documentation, all kinds of proof.  BlacZchalaz must be a dissenting voice in this injustice and inhumanity to man. BlacZchalaz must have enough integrity to be a dissenting voice and not to care where the chips fall.

XV. Conclusion: Trying To Put Our 
BlacFamilies Together

Many perceive the BlacFamily as an endanger species. Blacologically speaking, the BlacFamily is the soul, the spirit, and corner stone of the BlacAfrican Culture. If the BlacFamily dies so does the BlacCulture. According to Dr. Clarke we are making a whole new of life, out of the artificiality of imitating eurological culture, which is also in trouble with their families. Blacologically, we grew up in BlacCommunities where every child was a child of the whole BlacCommunity and could be disciplined and could be rewarded by any one who was a member in the BlacCommunity. Now we have brought into some of the eurological studies and began to emulate them by saying Don’t touch that child, don’t you dare touch my child. Blacologically, if your mother left you alone with BlacPeople she said, if they act up you can spank them. We do not have that kind of relation one to the other any more. 
After emancipation BlacPeople made a monumental effort to find broken, bits, and peaces of our BlacFamilies. According to Dr. Clarke he said, my own grandmother spent 3 years wondering around Virginia trying to find her 1st husband who had been sold to a slave breading farm in Virginia. Blacologically, the major thing here is that we were trying to put our BlacFamily together and to have cultural connections. According to Dr. Clarke, Our new mission of liberation is to put strong BlacFamilies together again because the BlacFamily is not only the embryo but the beginning of all that we can call civilization. It is all that any BlacPeople can call civilization. This is the essential network that leads to BlacNationz. There is some common sense things we can still be doing. Our BlacCommunities are miniature Nationz. We have to control them. Control the real state in those BlacCommunities. Control the Edjukexun in those BlacCommunities. We can not write the BlacStory of the BlacDiaspora as though it is only a subculture of eurological nations, the BlacDiaspora is an extent BlacCulture.  It is also a multi-faceted, diverse, evolving, and developing bridge of extended microcosms of BlacAfrican Nationz. I am saying whatever the solution is it must be Blacological. According to Dr. Clarke, either we are in charge of our own destiny or we are not in charge. On that point we got to be clear. You are either free or you are a slave. 

BlacZchalaz must remember at this stage in our Redevelopment Era 217re we must be as good as a creative classroom teachers in providing the Nahlej of BlacCulture to BlacPeople. We must be Self-Edjuketed read more books on BlacZchalaz who have developed Blacological Ntalextuwl Studies such as BlacNationalism, Negritude, Negro History, Stigmatic Injury, Black History, Black Power, Black Consciousness, Blacology, Afrocentricity, African-Centered Education and Ebonics for the redemption, advancement, of BlacPeople and the Redevelopment of BlacAfrican Culture. This must be our goal and vision for a life time. If in our Eldership if we are fortunate to remember the better portions of most them we must continue to Edjuket BlacPeople with this BlacNahlej. Blacologically speaking, we must keep on doing the things that give our life meaning and definition to the Redevelopment of BlacAfrican Culture. As BlacZchalaz we must remember to be consistence and take certain principle stands for BlacCulture. Blacologically, we must not discard these principle stands. As BlacZchalaz we must have a great over powering love affair with the Blacological Ntalextuwl Cultural ZcyNzz as a tool for liberation and maintenance of BlacAfrican People. 
According to Dr. Clarke, this must be done, “To restore them to a status they lost in the world. I think faith has not spare African people for an ideal purpose. We were put on this earth and we have endured a holocaust 10 times worse then the one in Europe. Then faith has a mission for us. If we gave the world its first humanity, maybe we have the faith to give the world its next humanity”.

XVIII. Explanation Of Definitions And Coined Blacological Words
These Coined Blacological Words and definitions are developed from the research and study of the Cultural ZcyNzz of Blacology.  In order to develop this ZcyNzz, it must be define by the findings and development under this process of research, study, experiments, and daily experiences of the Cultural ZcyNtist or Blacologizt. In the evolution of Blacology, these words have materialized and developed into existence from the research and study of BlacAfrican Language, linguistics, and phonetic of BlacAfrica and the BlacDiaspora from 200re-217re (1999 to 2006). These Blacological words are evidence of the constant evolution of BlacPeople and their culture. They have also taken on their own authentic spelling and definitions.  The dropping of the “k” from the word Blac - k + ology = Blacology is the scientific perspective or connotation; it represents the evolution of Ntalextuwl Genius and Creativity of BlacZchalaz, it is also technological and computerized.  It is from the linguistics of Ebonics/BlacEnglish in the U.S.  This Cultural ZcyNzz would eliminate the marginalization of the BlacNtalextuwlz by Eurological scholars in this country and the world.  It also would liberate the Innovative Authentic Monolithic Ntalextuwl Creative Genius (IAMNCG) of BlacAfrican People and their culture for the utilization and perpetuation of Cultural Ntalextuwl Equality. It is also the IAMNCG of BlacAfrican Culture and its people. The dropping of the “k” is also the joining of Black and African into one.  This is a Cultural component, a Cultural Icon and a symbol that BlacAfrican Culture is evolving into its own identifiable redeveloping entity.  It is no longer a color and a continent it is an extended international culture.  

Where ever you see BlacAfrican People they are drawn together by their color and the Land of their ancestors.  This brings about a common bond and establishes cultural continuity of their experience that is apparent in their art, music, dance, ideals, speech and actions.  It is the Nahlej of the people’s color and the land of origin, which brings about a conscious understanding of a common struggle.  It is the evolution of the BlacMind through the BlacAfrican Cultural phenomenon (i.e. Blacology, BlacMan. BlacThought, BlacWorld, BlacWoman, BlacZchalaz, BlacAfrican Culture, BlacNahlege or BlacNahlej, Ntalextuwl (z) or BlacNtalextuwl (z), Etc.). These words evolved from the words Black Man, Black thought, Black World, Black woman, Black Scholars, Black/African Culture, Black Knowledge, intellectual, etc. The merger of these words, signify the evolution of BlacAfrican Culture in its own field of study.  The N in the word Ntalextuwl is derived or taken from the African name Nkrumah. The N is taken from the BlacAfrican heritage and linguistics of Ghana.   Kwame Nkrumah is and was the founder President of Ghana the first Independent BlacAfrican State. The Z is taken from the Zulu People and there language.  The Z or z is both singular and plural. Capital “Z” at the front of a word is singular. The small “z” at the end of a word is plural. The Z and N are applied to words that are names and titles to show the evolution of the merger, contributions, and impact of the IAMNCG of BlacAfrican Cultural linguistics to the script of Blacology in terminology and words.
XIX Coined Blacological Words And Definitions
1. 215RE or 215re – 215 years of the Redevelopment Era, the Haitian Revolution on August 1, 1789 is the Blacological declared point of demarcation in the beginning of redevelopment Era of BlacAfrican Culture. 1789 to 2004 is 215 years of the Redevelopment Era of BlacAfrican Culture. The redevelopment era begins at the year 0001 and begins counting up to the present which is 216 years. (i. e. The point of 0001 is August 1, 1789 to one year later and every year counting up to 216 years.) 

2. Blacology - is the ZcyNtific study of the evolution of BlacAfrican People and their culture.  It is the perpetuation and utilization of the ideas, philosophies, theories, beliefs, concepts, and notions of their past and present life experiences and the spirit of their Uncompromising Struggle as their Cultural Nahlej. It is also the affirmation, acclamation, declaration and proclamation of Ntalextuwl Genius , Creativity and BlacStory. Wholisticly it is the manifestation of Blacological Ntalextuwl Cultural ZcyNzz Edjukexun.  
3. BlacAfrican – the merger of Black and African as an evolutional cultural phenomenon and icon. Not separate as a color and a continent but as a distinct humanitarian entity that is evolving autonomously for self determination and the use of it own creative genius for the betterment of the people and culture. 
4. BlacAfricanz, Blackz or Blacz - the dark race, the original people of Africa, the people from the land of the Gods, the people of the first civilization, the descendants of African Slave trade, the people of Ancient Egyptian, Ethiopia, Carthage, and the Descendant of Ancient Black Civilization.  

5. Blacological - the logic of BlacAfricanz, from the experience, the struggle, logic that is based on the chronology and evolution of their thinking, logic that is of, from, by, for, and about the survival and advancement of BlacPeople past and present both oral and written.

6. BlacologicalThult (or Blacological Thought) - Thought that is of, from, by, for and about BlacPeople, thought that is developed from the struggles of BlacPeople and their culture, the affirmation of BlacThinking, Nahlej, and developed from being identified, recognized, and defined as BlacPeople.  Under segregation and colonialism BlacPeople could not sit on the front of the bus nor live in white neighborhoods.  This developed for BlacPeople thought for survival under those laws and conditions.  This ZcyNtific method of thinking as Blackz was developed due to survival against racism and inequality. It was proven thru time and space what would happen to you if you did not as BlacPeople us BlacThult. The autonomous thinking of BlacPeople for survival and advancement evolved from this injustice.

7. BlacZcholar, Zcholar, or BlacZchala (z)– those BlacAfricanz who have achieved self-education, academic, and professional careers in the studies and research of multicultural or Eurological Studies and are also interested in the advancement of BlacAfrican Culture and the redemption of its people. 

8. BlacAfrican Culture – The perpetuation and utilization of the ideals, theories, beliefs, concepts, and notions of your mothers, fathers, grandparents, ancestors of BlacAfrican People as your established way of life.  The uncompromising struggle of BlacAfrican People as an evolutional reality and Ntalextuwl development. 

9. BlacAfrican Zcholarz – (See BlacZchalaz).

10. Blacological Zchala (z) – an autonomous Cultural Ntalextuwl, one who is obligated, has a calling, gifted, and dedicated to the academics of BlacAfrican Culture as a logical evolution for BlacZchala Creative Genius.   One who researches and studies BlacZchalaz as an effective logical solution to crisis in BlacCulture and believes the answers to redemption, advancement of BlacPeople and redevelopment of BlacAfrican Culture is within the ideals, philosophies, theories, believes, concepts and notions of their autonomous BlacNahlej. An Ntalextuwl who acquires and utilizes the Nahlej of BlacPeople as a way of life and a profession.  

11. Blacological Academic Entrepreneurial System – an educational system that is own, operated, produced, manufactured and developed from the ideas, philosophies, theories, beliefs, and notions of BlacAfrican Zchalaz.  The curriculum of the Educational Institution utilizes and perpetuates Blacological Zchalaz, BlacZchalaz and/or BlacAfrican Culture for the development, advancement and evolution of BlacNahlej. The ownership of educational public and private school systems own and operated by HBCU’s and Black Businesses.

12. Blacological Cultural ZcyNtizt – a Blacologist, one who promotes, perpetuates and is a Cultural ZcyNtist in the field of Blacology.

13. Blacologist or Blacologizt – a Cultural ZcyNtist form the perpetuation, research, and study of the BlacAfrican Ntalextuwl Cultural ZcyNzz of Blacology. 

14. BlacPeople – the joining of the words Black and people as one word is symbolic of linguistic authenticity, linguistic bridge for BlacPeople back to BlacAfrican Language and to show the evolution of the merger, contributions, and impact of the creative genius of BlacAfrican Cultural linguistics to the written script of terminology, and language within the literature in the ZcyNzz of Blacology.

15. BlacNahlege or BlacNahlej – The Innovative Authentic Monolithic Ntalextuwl Creative Genius (IAMNCG) of BlacAfrican People. The autonomous thought of BlacPeople of, from, by, for, and about their culture. The ability of the BlacMind to think, discern and be creative for the advancement, development and evolution of BlacPeople and their culture.

16. BlacMind – the ability of the BlacPeople to think, discerns, and be creative. The development of the inner spiritual thought of BlacPeople according to their struggle, experience, life, and survival in the universe. 

17. BlacNtalextuwl or Ntalextuwl – one who has acquired self-education and institutional education of the BlacAfrican Culture and utilizes or perpetuates that Nahlege or Nahlej for the advancement, redemption of BlacPeople, and the redevelopment of their culture. (i.e. Professor, Ph.D., Master, Self educated in Cultural Nahlej)

18. BlacNtalext or Ntalext – (see BlacNtalextuwl) one who is Blacologically astute or well studied in BlacAfrican Culture.

19. BlacNtelajenzz – the spiritual, mental, physical and strategic conditioning of the BlacMind through self-motivation, institutionalization, and everyday experience for the advancement, development, redemption, and evolution of BlacAfrican People and their culture.

20. Eurological – the training, teaching and perpetration of European thinking and logic as the dominant thought and worldview.

21. Eurological Assimilation – to adapt to the European culture and believe that it is superior to others.  To prove to Eurological Scholars that you are human by acting, talking, thinking, and being like them.  To think that Europeans are superior to BlacPeople and their cultures.  

22. Eurological society – a country that is founded, own, and operated by Europeans.

23. Eurological Studies – Sociology, Psychology, Anthropology, African Studies, and other fields of study that have been developed, founded, and produced by European Scholars or scientist and institutions of higher learning..

24. Eurological – the training, teaching and perpetration of European thinking and logic as the dominant thought and worldview.

25. Ntelajenzz or Ntelajnzz– one who exemplifies or utilizes BlacThultt as a means of evolving in BlacNahlej. A word developed in the research and study of the Cultural Science of Blacology. (See BlacNtelajenzz) (An Ntelajnt BlacPerson) is one who knows how to use the BlacAfrican Culture for the advancement of his/her people.

26. Nahlej (or Nahlege) - It is the perpetuation and utilization of the ideas, beliefs, philosophies, theories, concepts and notions of the past and present life experience of BlacPeople as their Cultural Nahlej.  It is the acclimation, affirmation, declaration and proclamation of BlacAfrican Ntalextuwl Thought.
27. Ntalextuwl Studies – those fields of studies such as Africalogy, Africology, African-Centered Education, Afrocentricity, Black or Negro History, Black Nationalism, Pan-Africanism, Black Poetry, Black Literature, and Blacology these are the components of Ntalextuwl Studies developed from the minds of BlacZcholarz. Also fields of studies such as sociology, psychology, anthropology, African-American Studies, African Studies, literature and language primarily founded by Eurological scholars. These are the fields that have benefited from BlacNtalextuwl creative genius.

28. Blacological - the logic of BlacAfricanz from their experience, their struggle, logic that is based on the chronology and evolution of their thinking, logic that is of, from, by, for, and about the survival and advancement of BlacPeople past and present in their video, audio, oral and written. 

29. BlacAfricanz - an evolutional identity in the chronology of BlacPeople, a specific way to identify the descendents or the original people of Africa, the dark- skinned people. 

30. Cultural Affirmation - to affirm the existence of your culture. 

31. Blacological ZcyNzz – A process that is utilized when there is no access to institutional study, it is an ongoing consistent Self-Edjukexhun, for Self-determination and Self-help, a process proven through the living life experience of BlacPeople, to provide solution to problem facing redemption, advance, a better life and the redevelopment of BlacAfrican Culture. A ZcyNzz that is of, from, by, for and about BlacAfrican People and their culture; developed by BlacZcholarz; developed from the Nahlej of BlacPeople.

32. Blacological Research - Research that is by, from, of, for and about BlacAfrican People and their culture produced by BlacZcholarz. 

33. BlacAfrican Educational Entrepreneurialship - the way to BlacAfrican economic Ntalextuwl entrepreneurialship.  Educationally, BlacAfricanz must become monetarily conscious of their cultural wealth.  Therefore, they will be educated concerning the utilization of free enterprise in economic scholarship. 

34. BlacAfrican Ntalextuwl Entrepreneurialship - The privatization of  Ntalextuwl Studies or subcontracting of autonomous Cultural Studies that are owned, founded, produced, operated, and maintained by BlacZcholarz.  

35. BlacologicalThult (or Blacological Thought) - Thought that is of, from, by, for and about BlacPeople, thought that is developed from the struggles of BlacPeople and their culture, the affirmation of BlacThinking, thought, and developed from being identified, acknowledged, and defined as BlacPeople.  Under segregation and colonialism BlacPeople could not sit on the front of the bus nor live in white neighborhoods.  This developed for BlacPeople thought for survival under those laws and conditions.  The thinking of Blackz was developed due to survival against racism and inequality.

36. Edjuket, Edjukexhun or Edjukexun – The process of undoing the colonized mind, the process of undoing your mis-education, and the process of undoing your eurological cultural conditioning by the acquisition of the Blacological Ntalextuwl ZcyNzz and Studies by BlacZcholarz that are developed for the redemption, advancement, of BlacPeople and the Redevelopment of BlacAfrican Culture. Self-Edjuketed – the process of acquiring, utilizing and applying the autonomous Nahlej of BlacAfrican Culture thru ones own self-determination thru the research and study of Ntalextuwl Studies developed by BlacZchalaz for the redemption, advancement of BlacPeople and the Redevelopment of BlacAfrican Culture. 
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
