His parents were moving to Chicago, Illinois.  When they arrived in Chicago.  A terrible thing happened and the family was broken up and destroyed.  There were ten children in the Blacologist' family.  They were divided into foster homes.  The Blacologist was then raised by Black Foster parents George and Elizabeth Brooks.  He was a child when Martin Luther King Jr. and Malcolm X were living.  He lived in Black Community where the people were organizing for Civil Rights.  They had a Block Club President named John Taylor Steele.  Everybody in the community helped to raise the Blacologist.  They taught him to love his mother, father, sisters and brothers.  They also taught him to love all Black People.  They taught the Blacologist to Believe in God.


The Community sent the Blacologist to Black Colleges: Bishop College and Prairie View A&M University to prepare him for the Vision of developing the Cultural Science of Blacology.  One day the Blacologist went to Howard University, to develop the Science of Blacology.  So, that Black Colleges and Universities will no longer be carbon copies of white universities.

The Migration

During the 1950's our parents and people were leaving the South to escape the lynching and share cropping in Arkansas.  It was very hard to live in the South.  Arkansas was also at the start of the civil rights movement.  Black Parents would tell their children to leave and never come back to the south.  Black People were leaving the South by the millions going to Chicago, Detroit, and other Northern cities.

Upon reaching the cities, life proved to be just as hard as the South.  The city life was hard on Black People who lived in the country.  These people who knew very little about the cities.  Even though Black People were organizing to fight for their rights there was still sin, vice and all types of ills that could cause one to get caught up in the street life.

Our family was hit by these problems, our parents were separated and then divorced.  As children, we grew up in extended families (foster homes).  Our people took us care of and we were orientated by the Black Culture.  In those days Black People looked out for each other.  If there was a family that needed help, the Urban League, Black Churches and other Black organizations worked to help the people.

There was also organizations that took advantage of the Black Struggle such Children and Family Services in Chicago.  These organizations would separate families so they could make money off of the Black Family and individuals.  Our family fell prey to such an organization.  The Children and Family Service Organization of Chicago exploited our situation for their own good.  We were taken from our mother and our Family was place into a system that would not allow for us to know much about our Family or ourselves. Our mother fought this system with all her might.  If they wanted to help us as children they could have given us to our Grandparents.  Children and family services were exploiting us for profit.  This organization received money from the local and Federal Governments for each child it had under its control.  This organization was receiving 20,000 to 50,000 for each Cross child it had in their system.  There was ten of us 10 x $50,000 = $500,000 per year for a period of 20 years equals 10,000,000.00 ten million dollars.  It was more profitable to keep us in the system than to find our grandparents or family members to take us in.

This is not to say that we did not have good foster parent and the extend Black Family did not treat us well.  We were content with our extended families.  We cannot say anything bad about them.  They did what all members of any culture would do when a Family is in trouble.  They rose to the occasion.  It is because of what our culture has done for us that we have survived for so long.  We say to our Families, thank you for your love and appreciation.

At the same time, we know that you taught us about family and we know that you taught what to do about Family and we know it's time for us to do for ourselves.  The culture helped so that one-day we would be able to do for ourselves.  We are not leaving you.  We are acknowledging that we are not a heavy load but we are family and we must contribute to our struggle as a people. We must carry our load and do our part to help in the struggle.

We are your Family and we must do for ourselves.  We must not stand at the table with our hands out but we must contribute (See HBCUS Letter)  This reminds me of the story in the Bible when God gave three men talents.  God gave one man 3 talents, another man 2 talents, and the last man 1 talent.  When God came back to ask," the men what did with the talents they had received.  The man who had 3 talents doubled his.  The man with 2 talents doubled his.  The man with 1 talent was so mad he only got 1 talent.  He buried it under the sand and did nothing with it.  God took the talent from him and he became a servant to the other men.  Our vision in the next CROSS FAMILY REUNION is to utilize the gifts and talents God has given us.

We must be able to help our people in the struggle for Black Redemption and Cultural Redevelopment.  Each and every Black Family must contribute to the success of our people.  No one should be a burden to another.

As a Family, we can no longer look to those who have helped us to do for us any longer.  Our extended families are responsible for their own growth and development.  We must be responsible for ourselves.   Together we must work to bring about the redemption of our people and the redevelopment of our culture.  Our extended Families helped us because we were in need.  Now it is time for us to come together as a Family and act like a Family and be a Family.  When we look at other Families we are to take the wisdom we learn and build our Family.  We will not be able to get back our youth.  But we can build a Family for our children.  Whenever I see a family tree, I always wonder what should I put on my side.  In the past, I would put my extended family.  That would serve the purpose and the other children would not know that I was a foster child.  But when my children ask me questions about my family I do not feel right just telling them something to answer a question. I want to know the truth about my family history.  Most of all the children will not let you stop there they want to know the hold truth and nothing but the truth. I did it so much and so well, I forgot who I was.  This can no longer be the case anymore.  When I was a child, I acted like a child but when I became an adult, I put away that child thing.  We must grow up and become our own family.  This is not to put down our extended family but to pick ourselves and begin doing the things with our lives and families that we know need to be done.
