If a Black man has not found something worth dying for, he is not fit to live."

THE GLOBAL AFRICAN COMMUNITY, HISTORY NOTES: DR. CHEIKH ANTA DIOP AND THE CULTURAL ROOTS OF THE DALITS: INDIA'S BLACK UNTOUCHABLES By V. T. RAJSHEKAR

 It is not generally appreciated that Blacks live all over the world, comprising the world's largest oppressed group. That Asia has a large Black population is also not well known. Indian Blacks themselves are not aware of this fact. Lately, a strong Black identity has emerged and the slogan,   "Black is beautiful" is catching up fast, at least among militant Blacks. Such a feeling  is putting pride back into the broken hearts of Black natives, also uniting them with the struggle of their Black comrades in Africa and elsewhere. The Black liberation struggle against white racism, inequality and male domination is an international struggle. A distinguished Black physicist, historian and linguist, Dr. Cheikh Anta Diop was among the first to establish that Egypt was the world's first civilization and that it was Black. He showed that humanity originated in Africa, and that the first human being, the first person, was Black.  The Blacks migrated from Africa to other parts of the world. The Blacks are also the ancestors of Indian Untouchables (Dalits). That is why the Blacks wherever they are, belong to one single family. Hence, the relevance of Diop's work, for India's Black Indus Valley Civilization is now widely accepted.  Diop's discoveries, therefore, establish that India's Black Untouchables  (with their African origin) are the ancestors of all humankind. Hence, they have to be proud of their Black Untouchable origin and their glorious cultural past. The whole world owes its origin to Black people--our people. African history laid the foundation of world history. Collective historical consciousness is a means of survival. If India's Black Untouchables are today hiding their identity, ashamed to own their origin and admit that they are Untouchables, it is because they are not aware of their glorious past. Diop says that the Blacks can regain their personality, can become proud of their past if they are told "who they are," and "what they are." That means we have to discover our roots, our goddesses, our religion, our ancestors, our history. Cheikh Anta Diop has proven that the core of our problem is cultural rootlessness. The most important task facing us, therefore, is to reconstruct the links that tie us as communities. Humanity was born and developed in Africa. The first human was Black, and Black is beautiful.  The Blacks lost their historical memory because we were fed by false history books. The rule of oppression will soon end with the reconstruction of world history, taking the aid of the tools provided to us by authorities like Diop, Runoko Rashidi, and Ivan Van Sertima - all  world famous Black scholars.

The Cultural Unity of Black Africa

The Domains of Matriarchy & of Patriarchy in Classical Antiquity Diop saw aboriginal Africa as the continent where ancient civilizations have remained preserved, since Africa seemed more substantially resistant to external factors. Thus, Diop was able to present two polar systems of values for his North and South cradles. Africa, as representative of the Southern cradle of matriarchy, valued the matriarchal family, territorial state, the emancipation of women in domestic life, the ideal of peace and justice, goodness and optimism. Its favored literatures were novels, tales, fables and comedy. Its moral ethic was based on social collectivism. The contrasting northern cradles, as exemplified by the culture of Aryan Greece and Rome, valued the patriarchal family, the city state, moral and material solitude. Its literature was characterized by tragedy, ideals of war, violence, crime and conquests. Guilt and original sin, pessimism, all pervaded its moral ethics which is based on individualism.   Diop, having thus contrasted one system with the other, went on to provide a general history of both cradles and their areas of influence.  In order to prove his point that African women were already Queens and warriors, participating in public life and politics, while their Indo-European contemporaries were still subordinated and subjugated under the patriarchal family, Diop presents us with an array of powerful ancient African Queens and their achievements. In Ethiopia, there were  Queen of Sheba, Queen Candace, who fought the invading army of Augustus  Caesar. In Egypt, there was Queen Hatshepsout, described as 'the first queen in the history of humanity'. Cleopatra was titled 'Queen of Kings'. Even in the huge and powerful empires of Ghana in the Third Century A.D., matriarchal values were the norm. It was the same in the Mali Empire. Blacological Analysis

 
As a Blacological thinker Cheikh Anta Diop agrees that culture is the means by which we must affirm our existence.  Cultural Affirmation is a need that must be dealt with.  Cheikh Anta Diop has research to show that there is a need for cultural affirmation.  Culture is a reality that must be recognized.  It is an necessary Value.  It produces what we know as morals.  Blacologically speaking, Cultural affirmation will give Black people the opportunity to utilize the gifts and talents they have.  It will help Black people to deal with the obstacle they will be faced with in life.  Cheikh Anta Diop helped to express and emphasize a positive attitude about Black heritage.  Diop talked about cultural unity as a theory and a method by which autonomy could be established as a people.  In order to develop any type of continuity Black/Africans must have cultural affirmation to acknowledge their heritage.  Black people must be able to stand on their own.  In the words of Marcus M. Garvey, "Death is the end of all life in the individual or things... He who lives not uprightly, dies completely in the crumbling of the physical body, but he who lives well, transforms himself from that which is mortal, to immortal".


In order for Black people to live well, they must be able to be molded by their culture.  Cultural Affirmation is the vision of truth that is needed in the Black culture.  Black people must as all people have done strive to affirm their own cultural values.  The history of the Black culture affirms its existence.  Culture affirmation is a means by which we need, so that we maintain a focus on basic traditions.  Cultural affirmation is the need to be able to acknowledge their own standards.  


Cheikh Anta Diop also knew the importance of affirming ones existence.  The research of Black/African as the original Egyptians provided information that challenged the Euro-centric scholarship for hundreds of years.  This research has contributed to the advancement and development of Afro-centric Scholarship in the 20th Century.  Diop has proven that Black/Africans were the original people of ancient Egypt.  As a Blacological thinker has scientifically proven the necessity of cultural unity and group autonomy.  Diop has also proven that the knowledge of self is very important to the growth and development for redemption of Black/African people.  Cheikh Anta is a classical Blacological Thinker he uses three words that are synonymous with Blacological Thought Black, African, and Cultural.  In defining who we are, identifying who we are, and being specific about what Black/African people need to do for their own redemption these words must be utilized in the Cultural Science of Blacology.   


Black/African must develop and acknowledge that they have a systematical way of thinking based on their stuggle.   Diop agrees with the notion and the promotion of the redevelopment for Black/African culture and the necessity for the development of the Interdisciplinary Cultural Science of Blacology.  When you talk about autonomy you are talking about an individual culture that is self- perpetuated, self- reliance, self developed.  Black/African culture is an autonomy and it must develop those things that are necessary so that it might be able to continue to function as a systematically way of living.  The Black culture is a system just like European culture is a system or Oriental culture is a system.  Autonomous culture is a system that grows and evolves into systems of technological and well educated cultures.   That’s what the Black culture must become is an autonomy and we have to develop the Black culture as an autonomy.  And here on page 184 in the book "Theories of Comparative Politics in the section Theories of Political Culture, the sociologist would agree that autonomy is an essence of culture.  It is a necessary element that is needed in order for culture to survive.  Black Africans do not have to have a multicultural environment although the Black African Culture and its extended culture in the Diaspora's is the most multicultural of all cultures on the planet and in the world.  But we must have an autonomy, we must have a least common denominator, something that is the glue that holds the Black culture together.  


The research of Blacology has revealed that the necessity for an interdisciplinary science is an idea whose time has come.  It is in these times of our educational attainment that we must evolve in ways that allows us to continue to grow so that we will be able to do the job that confronts us, so that we might be able to meet the challenges of the future.

The work of Cheikh Anta Diop is an example of what Black/Africa must do to prepare its self for the future.  In the above articles Diop makes no mistake about the necessity of Black/Africans being proud of their culture and knowing who they are.  Diop also talked about the importance of cultural solidarity in his research on Cultural Unity.  Diop would agree that it time to evolve in to the declaration of Blacological Thought.  In the article India's Black Untouchables Diop talks about being proud of your past and being Black and Proud.  Diop also knows that it is necessary for Black liberation to acknowledge that Black is Beautiful.  Diop proved that the core of our problem is cultural rootlessness.  This is an existence without the knowledge of your culture and your heritage.  It is a time when you have no conscience about your collective responsibility.

We must conduct research that is necessary for our advancement. It is our responsibility to lay out and define for ourselves our ability to think and the logic that goes along with our thinking.   We must affirm our own knowledge.


There is something wrong politically with the people who do not declare that they can think and that they have the ability to think.  There is something wrong with people who utilize the ideas of everyone else and never give themselves credit for thinking at all.  We need to do some research on ourselves to take a look at ourselves.  We need to hold our research up to the light and see what we have.  We need to analyze for ourselves who we are and what we are and what make us tick, what we like and what we don't like.  We need to know these things for our selves.  Developing an ology, a cultural science that will seek the knowledge, the answers and the questions that have been pondering us since our emancipation is our task.  We must begin to organize that for ourselves and we need a system of thought, that's what we need and we need to define it for ourselves.   We  need to make sure that everyone respects our thinking.  We need to work diligently until our thought is in the annuals in every public and private school, university and colleges throughout-out the world.  This is a mission that we must complete as an evolving educated people and as an organized structured productive culture.  It is time that we begin to study ourselves and to do for our selves.  

At this Point in our juncture in the redevelopment of Black Culture and there redemption of the people the culture has instinctively has been reconditioning itself.  The culture has been growing back to its original state by itself though natural selection.  Culture has a natural healing mechanism that will repair it self.  It is much like the human body.  Culture will protect itself from extinction.  This is a law of nature.  Black Culture has evolved itself to a point where it has reeducated its people about its history and contributions to humanity.  Black Culture has sent individuals to other cultures to obtain resources, information, and materials to repair the damage and destruction.  All this is by natural selection.  What is needed for Black/African people to do is to assist the culture by taking control of our culture, taking it off life support, and raising our cultural conscious by developing the "Interdisciplinary Behavioral Science of Blacology".  Blacologically speaking, we must began to utilize the talents, abilities and gifts of our culture.  We must develop an instrument by which we can nurture our resources.  We must build institutions for our cultural advancement.  We must name our institutions in the honor of our ancestors.  We must know where we are going and why we are doing what we are doing.  As Black/Africa people we must control of our destiny.  We must be the authors of the content of our character and our culture.  Julius Nyerere is example of what we could if we use our culture as the medicine for what is ill with Black/Africans.  Kwame Nkrumah is another example of utilizing the Black Culture as a instrument for cultural development through cultural consciousness.  As long as Black/African leaders exercise cultural creativity and the knowledge of the ancestors Black people will continue to grow toward redemption.   

While conducting a study for the development of the "Cultural Science Of Blacology", the research revealed that there are four types of ways or methods in which Black people use as a means to survive in the period of Maafa.   These methods are the (1) integrationalism, (2) nationalism, (3) infiltrationalism, and (4) neutralism.  (1.) The integrationalist is a method in which the individual goes into other culture to survive or live.  This is method used for acquisition, materials, resources, and associations with other cultures.  This is also a way in which way-stations are established.  Some times the integrationalist never returns to his original culture, but will establish an extended culture.  The integrationalist is also culturally obligated and a collectivist as well.    (2.) The nationalist is a method in which Black people develop their own culture.  This method is used to build cultural solidarity.  This is also the method of family growth and management.  This is also the origin of all Black/African people.   The nationalist is a collectivist also.  (3.) The infiltrationalist is a method by which the individual is sent into other culture to retrieve the resources and information that the integrationist has acquired or the other cultures have made accessible to foreign cultures.  The infiltrationist is a cultural fundamentalist and will only stay long enough receive or learn what is needed and always return to their culture, but not until the mission has been completed.   In doing so, the infiltrationist will make foreign lands more sensitive and conscious of their cultural beliefs.  The infiltrator will also bring artifacts from his culture and renew the

solidarity of the integrationist.   The infiltrator is an individualist working for a collective end.   (4.) The neutralist is a method in which Black people are not for or against the causes of Black people or their culture.   

The neutralist does not consider them selves Black and does not want to be Black or African.  The neutralist denies the importance of Black/African Culture.  The neutralist is neither Black nor White and will not pay tribute any culture.   The neutralist will exploit any one to exist or survive.   The neutralist will only use Black causes if it will be to their advantage.   The only aspect of Blackness that the neutralist has is his skin color.  The neutralist is an individualist working for selfish gains.   These methods are some of the findings of ten years of Blacological Research in the development of the Blacology.   There needs to be further research and study on these four methods and ways of survival for Black/African people.

Blacologically speaking, Dr. Cheikh Anta Diop was and is a Nationalistic Black/African Thinker.   He was rooted in the culture and determined to make Black Culture and Africa the land of his heritage as prosperous as any nation in the world.  The problem that Diop has is historic in the Black/African Cultural the oppressor would not except his work as scholarship.  His work was not excepted by the European Scholars, but is held in high regards in the Afro-Centric Scholarship and in the Black Culture.  Diop works has been instrumental in the struggle against white supremacy.   What Blacks needs is to resurrect the ideas, philosophies, theories, beliefs, and concepts of both oral and written traditional Black/African Culture.   Black/Africans need to utilize the knowledge of their ancestors past and present and also the contemporary Black scholars.  Black people need to research the literature and oral information scientifically to development the Interdisciplinary Science of Blacology as an instrument in their redemption and cultural redevelopment. Black/African must continue to do the work that Cheikh Anta Diop has left for us. 

IV.
Definition of Blacological and Blacology

I must begin by first of all explaining my position and thought.   My position is that I believe that we, Black people, must acknowledge that we have a body of knowledge that is operatively ours.   I have defined this knowledge and thought as The Cultural Science of Blacology.  Those who perpetuate the Science of Blacology or Black culture is a Blacologist.  

Blacology - is the scientific study of the evolution of Black/African people and their culture, an interdisciplinary behavioral cultural Science, the utilization and perpetuation of the ideas, philosophies theories, conceptions and beliefs of the Black historian, structured and organized into a cultural science.   It is a science that is operatively Black/African; a strategical science of morality, values and cultural affirmation; and a science that will establish and develop acquisition within our culture, for our prodigy and unborn generations.

In Blacology there are terms such as: Blacological Thought - Thought that is of, from, by, for and about Black people, thought that is developed from the struggles of Black people and their culture, the affirmation of Black Thinking, thought developed from being identified, acknowledged, and defined as Black people.  Under segregation Black people could not sit on the front of the bus nor live in white neighborhoods.  This developed for Black people thought for survival under those laws.  The thinking of Blacks develop under racism and inequality.

Blacological Theory - those concepts and beliefs that are operatively Black or African, A method used by Blacologist.   What Black people think according to how they live, proven through time and space.   

Negrology- the scientific study of the Negro and its culture, the perpetuation of the ideas, philosophies and conception of Negro history and it historians, i.e. Carter G. Woodson, Booker T.  Washington,  Marcus Garvey, Mary McCloud Bethune, etc.

Blacologically Speaking - addressing an issue, subject or topic from a perspective that is based on the struggles, advancement, development of black people and their culture, speaking from a culturally conscious point of view that is operatively Black, from the Black experience.

Negro - an evolutional identity of Black people, chronologically existed from the late 1700's and mid 1900's, which meant in the evolutional struggle a people utilizing assimilation, integration, and colonialism as a means of survival.   An identifiable method of survival associated with ex-slaves, to be identified by white people.

Negrological - to think according to the tenets of assimilation, integration, and colonization into Euro-American culture, acknowledging Euro-culture as the majority culture and the best culture.   A thought pattern of survival for Black people.   A method of trained thought as second class citizens.

Blacological- from the logic of Black people and there culture, a logical thought that is advantageous to the redemption and redevelopment of Black people and their culture (i.e.  How is that going to help Black people, their culture?)
